Newest War Developments Interpreted
CORRECTLY predicted in The Herald last Friday in the war analysisAS accompanying the two large maps, the German forces have bees attacked

by the allies in such force on their right flank at "B" that they have
been compelled to change their plan of attack and swing around to the east.
At the same time the allies along the line of their center were compelled to retire

nd abandon some of their strongest forts. The line of the alKes has been
-- rumpled up, but it appears that the army defending Paris is still in conjunction
between Vitry and Verdun with the army of the eastern frontier.

The Germans have been hard pressed on their right flank northeast of Paris,
and here the allies will hammer furiously. The Germans have suffered serious re-

verses along the line Chalons-Verdu- n in the fighting of the last three days; the
pressing back of the Germans in this vicinity is the gist of the groat victory
reported for the allies.

Hap No. 1 today is a part of last Friday's map, reproduced here to show
by contrast tbe course of the last few days' operations.

Hap No. 2 today is based on the latest dispatches, and shows the situation
today, so far as known to the world. In both maps, the heavy black line indi-

cates the approximate position of the German forces; the wave Kne between
parallels indicates the approximate position of the allies.

It will be observed that the heavy attacks of the allies on the German
right near "B" in Friday's map caused the Germans to swing away from that
dangerous position and double in to the southeast. Tbe allies took new positions
in front of Paris but otherwise retired before the German advance on the center
until the Germans were actually south of a line due east from Paris. Here they
formed a long crescent, the German forces facing three ways against the extended
line of the allies.

Evidently the Germans tried to make a heavy assault near "C" in the
maps, in an effort to straighten their Kne and separate the allied army of
Pans defence from the French army of the eastern frontier. This attempt failed,
and the Germans have been repulsed all along the Kne from Reims to "C."

The French hold the great fortresses at Verdun (near "C"), Nancy (near "D"),
Belfort (near "E"), Chalons and Vitry (near "F"). The Germans have driven
back the French between these forts and are making strong efforts to reduce
the forts. The Germans hold Mulhausen in Alsace en the southern extremity
of their line, while the French forces maintain their position in Alsace south of
Hulhaueen.

As on Friday last, the point of greatest German peril is near "B," and along
the fine "A"-"B- ", which are exposed to attacks by unknown forces of the allies,
including the Russians whom Great Britain has been landing in France. Ths
German right wing is in imminent danger.

The French near "F" bold a Kne of strong fortresses, but they are in great
danger there. The Germans are advancing along the Knes of the arrows. It
would not be surprising to see the Germans, in the neighborhood of "C" and "F,"
in the next few days, envelop two or three French army corps, cut them off from
the main armies, defeat them after a furious battle, and take 50,000 or 75,000
French prisoners. In which case the Germans woUd have tvo sep-- alh"d
amies to fight separately, instead of one nnbrok-- n line; and the German fores

could once more face Paris and the sea, and meet the advancing reinforcements
of the allies face to face with their bases protected and their Knes of communica-
tion covered.

The Germans have played a great game, menacing Paris and concentrating
an immense allied army around there, only to cat them off at last irom taking
part in the decisive operations around Verdun.
