Eyewitness Describes Shooting.
1 had been talking to Wagner 10

I heard four
shots and saw htm fire two of these.

"When I walked into the alley Wag-
ner opened fire en two little girls who
were several feet from him. He missed
them and they ran. He had a wild ex-
pression on his face and looked insane.
I called to him, but he pointed his gun.
toward me In a threatening manner.

"About this time two mounted police
dashed into the alley and before they
could stop their horses, had ridden past
Wagner.
