pers that 5060 acre feet of water are to
be turned loose from the Santa Maria
lakes, near Creede. Colorado, at the
rate of 500 c f a and allowed to
flow down the Rio Grande to the En-g- le

dam so as to show what per-
centage of the Headwaters will reach !
the dam.

This amount of water will furnish
500 c f a for five days. I do not believe
that this is long enough: to establish a
regimen on the stream. In fact all of
the water may be absorbed in estab-
lishing a water table. The result
wjuld be that practically no water
would reach the dam and the test would
then confirm Colorado's contention that
no water would come through.

If the test could be continued for. say.
20 daya valuable knowledge would be
gained, if rains did not occur during
the run ,

A recent news Item in The Herald
appeared as follows:

"Construction work will start Thurs-
day on the arst Hnfc of the boulevard
through the city which will connect the
lower and upper vaHey reads. The city
will resurface MageChr avenue from
Cotton avenue to the Texas Pacific
tracks. The county wOl resurface the
road from the T. P tracks to Val
Verde addition. This win give a con-
tinuous paved road from, the plaza to
Fabena.

"The county is also planning to re-
surface the road from Main street to
the viaduct to connect with the u?per
valley drive. When-thi- s ia completed
It will be possible to ride from
Anthony. N". ML. to "Fabens, Tex, on a
paved boulevard."

If this ia correct some facts and
questions are in order The upper and
tower valley roads are already con-
nected by half a dosen paved streets
through El Paso. Why is It necessar?
to repave one of them under the guise
of giving the city and county some-
thing which they already have"

The specified route of the proposed
boulevard lies on paved streets all the
way through the city and covers all the
pavement thereon recently constructed
by an EI Paao paving company which
pavement has failed because of defec-
tive construction and should have been
rebuilt by the company ere this; Why
has this route been selected and why
should the city and county do recon-
struction work that should be done bv
the company without coat to the pub-li- e?

Is not maintenance of this pave-
ment for five years by the compair
required by the usual contract? If not.
why not? Will not reconstruction, by
the city and county relieve the com-
pany of responsibility and enable it to
stand from under a rotten lot of paving
and leave the city and county holding
tbe bag? Has the company been legally
notified to make good its defective work
and have the city and county thereby
become legally authorised to do the
work at the expense of the company'

The first specified link of the pro-
posed boulevard lies on Magoffin
avenue between Alameda avenue and
Cotton avenue on the east and the sec-
ond link lies on Mundy avenue between
Main street and tbe viaduct on the
west These are the grossly defective
sections, all built by the paving com-
pany Way Is It proposed that the
city and county shall rebuild them be-
fore anything else Is done? Indeed, is
there anything else to be done In the
city between Alameda avenue and the
viaduct

Texas street paralleling the proposed
repaying between Alameda avenue and
Cotton avenue la unpaved. If the city
and county must spend public funds for
Baviag in the city, why not pave thatpart of Texas street and thereby com-
plete another boulevard Instead of re-
paying where they should be la posi-
tion to compel the paving company to
make good its defective work Texas
street is a better route through the
dty than MafloSln avenue.
