They were forced to comply.

A croud gathered and hurled offen-
sive remarks at the Americans.

a detachment of marines un-
der Capt. Hooker moved in to the
midst of the throng and scattered it.

Refugee Rapidly Leave.
Reassured by the action of Brig. Gen.

Funston and rear admiral Beatty, who
a. few days ago sent the scout cruiser
Salem as a convoy to the Ward line
steamer Esperanza to prevent the Con-
stitutionalist authorities at Progreso
removing Mexican fugitives from the
liner, the steamer Mexico, flying: the
Mexican flag:, sailed Wednesday for
GaHeston erowded with Mexican refu-
gees

While no assurances were given the
passengers there seemed to existamong them the conviction that an
American warship wooldprevent them
being- molested.

All accommodations on the steamer
Morro Castle, which sails Sunday, have
been taken and arrangements even
ha e been made to cover her decks with
cots. After the Morro Castle sails
there will remain here some 2000 Mexi-
cans without means of escape.

U. S. WOULD PROTECT
MEXICANS ON DUTIES

"W ashmgton. D. C Sept SI Negoti-
ations are on with Gen. Carranza for
assurances that Mexican merchants
who ha e paid customs dues to Ameri-can officials at Veracruz will not besubject to a second taxation when the
Tmted States relinquishes control of
the port.

It has been suggested that should
Carranza refuse to accede to the lat-
est request, the United States, instead
of pa ing the impounded customs over
to him, would be justified in returning
them to those who have made the pay-
ments. Officials do not anticipate any
embarrassment in coming to terms
with the Mexican authorities on the
customs issue.

W eiss went to Chihuahua city some
davs ago with a quantity of goods
that were to be taken to towns along
the Mexico North Western. He turned
over a part of these goods to an aged
Mexican named Miguel Loya, who s

to take them west from the station of
Minaca. on the North Western.

Xioya loaded the goods on burros and
had arrived at a point a short distance
from Minaca when he was attacked.
He was killed in the encounter and the
goods stolen. Loya has a son who is
a lieutenant in the Constitutionalistarm, who is now conducting an in
vestigation.

Where Is Obregon r
Conflicting reports regarding U,e

movements of Gen. Obregon, who has
been held prisoner in Chinuanua by
Villa, were received Thursday. In a
telegram received late Wednesday
night by consul R. E. MuzquU, Obre-
gon. stated that he was leaving at le
oclock for Mexico City. Advice ear-
lier in the evening were to the effect
that he was coming to the border.
Constitutionalist and railway officials
are without information regarding his
movements

.Word was received Thursday that
Francisco Carbajal, former provisional
president of Mexico, and Felix Diaz,
who recently landed at New Orleans,
were coming to El Paso. Carbajal was
reported to have left San Antonio
Wednesday.

Villa Rusbes Troops South.
All available troops under Villa's

command were rushed last night to
meet what was reported as a strong
force of Carranza troops moving north
from Zaeatecas. Even the two brigades
which were sent on an overland march
into Sonora to assist the Maytorena
revolt there, were recalled hurriedly
from Guzman. They passed through
Juarez last night on their way back
to Chihuahua city. Villa's capital.

According to official estimates Villa
controls nearly 40,000 troops in Chihua-
hua state alone. His total force Is
said to number upwards of S0.000 men.
Maytorena has mobilized about 6000
troops in Sonora. The latter are mostly
Taqul Indians. Villa also probably will
be able to recruit many troops from
Durango state, where he has operated
frequently.

Carranza's Force Problematical.
Carranza's forces comprise the uni-

fied force of Gen. Pablo Gonzalez, his
eastern division commander, probably
numbering about 30,000 men, and those
of the west coast troops under Obregon,
which participated In the entry of the
national capital.

If Obregon escapes from Villa's ter-
ritory and joins the Carranza forces,
it was asserted that all of the west
coast forces with the exception of those
led by Maytoren awould stand loyal to
the Carranza government

Since the lifting of the embargo about
a weeK ago wnen ornciai Washington
decided hat peace had been established
In Mexico, Gen. Villa has been import-
ing daily large quantities of arms and
ammunition and sending financial and
material assistance to Maytorena. who
as governor of Sonora first rebelled
against the Carranza governments

Lonjr Standing Estrangement.
The Carranza-Vill- a estrangement

dates back several months, even before
Carranza s ascension to power at the
national capital. It was the subject
of conferences held at Torreon between
the agents of the two leaders, after
which it was announced that all differ-
ences had been adjusted. Francisco, or
"Paneho," Villa began his career as a
chief in the Madero revolution. He was
recruited by the after
many years in which Villa engaged
openly in banditry. Madero was cred-
ited with his reformation. Villa as the
present day idol of the populace of Chi-
huahua, holds much the same position
as Pascual Orozco, the
leader, who revolted soon after Ma-der-

Federals Will Join 1111a.

The old federal contingent in Mexico
will swing to Villa in the present Mex-
ican revolution, according to reports
received here by Carrancista agents.
The federal junta in Houston, it was
learned Thursday, has had at least one
representative here for the past few
days and a number of prominert
Villistas have been approached with
the proposition that the federal
strength be thrown to Villa. An at-
tempt was made Wednesday by one of
these agents to see Gen Felipe An-
geles, the former federal general, whec
Angeles arrived In Juarez with the
Villa troops from Guzman. It Is also
understood that Angeles was seen by
federal agents during his stay in
Juarez prior to taking command of
the Sonora expedition.

Will Retire All Carranza Money.
All Carranza money Is to be retired

from Villa territory, according to re-
ports in Juarez Thursday. This will
be done gradually, however, the morey
being retired in much the same man-
ner as the old federal currency was
retired by the Constitutionalists. It
is expected that a specified date will
be set after which Carranza money
will no longer be recognized. Steps
in this direction have already been
taken In Sonora by Villa, who has sent

Gen. Villa at the same time an-
nounced that neither he nor his dele-
gates would participate ic the na-
tional convention called for October 1
at Meaco City to designate a pro-
visional president

After receiving a long message from
Veoustiano Carranza, Rafael Zuburan
Capmany. head of the Constitutional-
ists' agency at the Mexican embassy,
authorized the following statement:

"Contrary to Villa's denial that he
had arrested Gen. Obregon, who had
gone to Chihuahua .n a special invita-
tion from Villa himself, the latest offi-
cial reports received from Mexico City
make clear that he Is still- - being held
in the territory controled by the Villa
forces.

"Unlustlflahle Art"
"In view of this unjustifiable act on

vuias part iJarranza iook precaution-ary measures to protect the railroads,
giving orders to discontinue temporar-
ily service over them to the north of
Aguascalientes. Thereupon, Villa asked
the first chief for an Immediate ex-
planation of thlstact Carranza an-
swered Villa that before he would
vouchsafe him an explanation he de-
manded on Villa's part an explanation
of "Villa's conduct In unwarrantably
holding Gee Obregon.

"Instead of giving to Carranza a sat-
isfactory explanation Villa informed
the first chief that he had given orders
to halt Obregon at Torreon and that
the forces under Villa's command
would not be represented at the na-
tional convention to be held in Mex-
ico City on October 1. In conclusion,
vnia said he no longer recognized
Carranza as the first chief of the Con-
stitutionalists."

Ilryan Is Silent.
Secretary Bryan would make no com-

ment onx the break and white house
officials likewise were silent

Official reports from various parts
of Mexico picture the situation as
ominous. From Mexico City came re-
ports that Carranza is considering the
advisability of postponing the conven-
tion.

From this fact a ray of hope was
obtained by some officials who thought
the breach might be healed if a new
method of representation at the con-
vention was agreed upon.

Disapproved Carranza's System.
Well Informed officials seemed to

think the cause of the rupture be-
tween Carranza and Villa was the lat-
ter s disapproval of Carranza's system
of representation for the national con-
vention. Villa was determined that his
followers should control the convention.
Bv the agreement of Torreon when the
first Carranza-yill- a break was sup-
posed to have been adjusted, one dele-
gate was to represent every 1000 men
ir the army and governors of states
were to be barred.

Carranza recently Invited the gov.
ernors and the generals as well Villa
believed the convention would thus be
controled by Carranza. who would put
in power as provisional president some
one who would conduct the election so
that Carranza would be elected.

Bonllla Is Arrested.
