of El Paso up to a year or so 2go. Important merchants from Torreon and

further south, even Zacatecas, have opened banking accounts here, make frequent

trips, and send their orders this way. Some even have permanent local repre-

sentative and buyers here, who a year or two ago hardly knew El Paso was on

the map.
One El Paso implement house reports that at this time the bulk of its trade

comes from Mexico, even from as far south as Zacatecas and Aguascalientes, 800

miles and more. This is new trade, built up since the revolutionary period began

trade that is absolutely new to El Paso, and that Indicates what openings are

ours to develop if we take a little thought and make the effort.
One local wholesale house is planning a Mexican campaign on an extensive

scale, having become convinced that a vast market lies to the south of us that
is all ready for El Paso goods, and that knows too little of El Paso's advantages.

There is scarcely a fete represented locally, in manufactures and trade, that
casnot profitably develop the Mexican market. It is time for El Paso to begin

to reahic that as a result of the wars in Mexico, several things have happened

that El Paso can turn to the mutual advantage of herself and tie people of

Mexico, if we go after the business right: First, the traffic lines in Mexico to

and through El Paso have gained greatly in relative importance; second, tens of

thousands of Mexicans of the best classes have become personally acquainted

with El Paso for the first time; third, imports from Enrope and American sea-

ports have dwindled in relative Importance while the land lines have gained;

fourth, Mexicans have learned to rely on El Paso as a market center, a travel

center, a banking center, a news center, a social center, a school center, (and, it
might be said, as a political center and ammunition center), to the comparative

exclusion of San Antonio, New Orleans, St Louis, New York, and Los Angeles,

formerly dominant capitals in the mind of the average welltodo Mexican.

The rroral of it all is that, so soon as it becomes possible in the coarse of

events, El Paso must take the lead in organizing and conducting a
excursion through Mexico, at least down as far as Aguascalientes, and if possible

through to the City of Mexico.
Wot less than 100 men should participate; they should be representative men

in all lines not salesmen or mere sightseers, but heads and proprietors of firms,

A Soldier Dead
in EI Paso a military funeral passed through the downtown streets.

TODAY dead artilleryman's horse, draped in black, with the empty stirrups

turned to the rear, was led behind the artillery caissson on which rested tie
flag draped casket At the head of tie column of mounted soldiery was tie band,

also mounted, and it was playing 'a march for the dead, a most simple piece, tie
more impressive and lovely for its very simplicity.

As the column slowly moved toward the station, bystanders along the streets

were strangely moved. Street traffic momentarily stopped. Trolley gongs were

hushed, and automobiles waited in silence. Men and women came out of the shops

and stood at the curb. When tie flag passed by, many men (though far too few)

were seen to bare their heads, in most natural (and too uncommon) token of

respect, not merely to the flag, but to tie dead.

For the moments during which the funeral was passing, there was a marked

stillness; voices were lowered; those who are. easily touched by such solemn

pageantry felt their throats tightening, their eyes to become dim.
For that little moment, snatched from tie busy noisy life of a city's noon, tie

tioughts of hundreds flashed across tie Atlantic to where millions of men are

bittlug for the cause that to each is dear; flashed back to EI Paso, where prepara-

tions are complete for tie greatest military demonstration in tie history of the
southwest Army Tournament week, and the great parade soon to take place,

in which 5000 men of all arms of tie American military service will march.
For that one moment, solemn and somber even in tie dazzling light of autumn

noontime, men and women felt tie very pang of war. It was soon over, and men

and women lightly went about their usual tasks. But for that one fleeting instant,
those who looked on at this spectacle always pathetic, always grim as tie death
asgel himself felt the pang of war, felt indeed the breath and presence of tie
messenger who brings to every one, suddenly and with finality, the summons to
that long tomorrow, where the wicked cease from troubling and tie weary are
at rest

And among tie fragmentary thoughts tiat came flashing over tie quickened
spirit was this: Men are being killed or wounded in tie European war at the
rate of 50,000 every week, 7000 every day, and since tie war began, in nine short
weeks, 100,000 men have been killed and 350,000 men have been wounded, many
of them to death; 450,000 men in all have fallen on the many fields of combat
since August 2, only nine weeks gene.

And the passing of one soldier in our very midst makes a city full pause in
thoughtful reverence. What of the 450,000 of our brothers who have shed their
blood on the other side? What of tie 100,000 who have gone the way of this
dead artilleryman who only yesterday was one of us, a soldier at Fort Bliss?

Soldier, rest' thy warfare o'er, sleep the sleep that knows not breaking;
Cream of battled fields no more, days of danger, nights of waking.
Here's no war-steed- 's neigh and champing.
Shouting clans, or squadrons stamping.
Huntsman, rest thy chase is done;
