Attack In Woevre District.
"In the Woevre district the enemy

made a new effort to stop progress, trai
his attacks again failed.

"In Russia, the German array, de-
feated In the battle of Augustowo,
which lasted from September it to Oc-
tober 3. endeavored to arrest the Rus-
sian pursuit at prepared positions
along the line of the Wirballen fron-
tier. At Lyck the Russian troops con-
tinue their advance and at several
places they have penetrated into east
Prussia. To sum up, the German of-
fensive on the Nlemen has been brougnt
to an end by a complete check, accom-
panied by very considerable losses."

May Raise Antwerp SIccc.
The surest way of raising the siege

of the temporary Belgian capital, it is
said, would be the success of the
French turning movement on the Oise.
Neither the German nor the French
commanders have claimed any decision
in this unprecedented struggle. Indeed
the German report states that nothing
decisive has resulted yet from the at-
tacks and counter attacks in the dis-
trict extending from Lille to Roy by
way of Lena, Arras and Albert

Germans to Bombard Antwerp.
However, the Germans are apparent-

ly preparing to deliver the master
stroke at Antwerp. Dispatches reach-
ing here from that city Tuesday night
state the German commander notified
the burgomaster of Antwerp to pre-
pare for a bombardment of the city.
Inhabitants are withdrawing as well as
possible to places of safety.

Attacks on Antwerp have hitherto
been confined to the encircling fortifi-
cations.

Advices From East Conflict-Bot-h
the Germans and the Austrlans

claim to have checked the Russian of-
fensive and gained successes, but as
usual the Muscovite statements fail to
agree with those of their opponents.
The German headquarters In Berlin an-
nounced that the Russian advance on
the east Prussian border not only was
checked but that emperor Nicholas's
forces have been successfully attacked
near Suwaiki, the scene of much re-
cent fighting.

Further south on the Vistula, Ger-
man and Austrian forces are said to
have dislodged the Russians from their
entrenched positions between Opatow
and Oatrowlec with heavy Russian
losses in prisoners and guns. The Aus-
trlans claim successes in Galicia also.

On the other hand, the Russians ar
reported as steadily davanclng to the
westward and southward.

German Report Coincides.
Berlin, Germany, Oct 7. By way of

Amsterdam and London, 11:50 a. m.
The following communication was giv-
en out by the headquarters staff of the
German army on the evening of Oeto- -

"Continuous French outflanking
movements against our right wing have
extended the battle front until It Is
now north of Arras, west of Lille and
west of Lens, (nine miles northeast of
Arras). Our advance guards are Is
touch with the enemrs cavalry.

"No decision yet has been reached
In our counter attacks along the line
between Arras. Albert and Roy.

The situation remains unchanged
along the battle front Between tne I'ise
and the Meuse, la the vicinity of Ver-
dun and in Alsace-Lorrain- e.

"There is no news from Antwerp.
"In the eastern theater of the war

the Russians advancing against east
Prussia through the province of Su-

waiki have been checked. We have
been successful In our attack against
the enemy near the town of Suwaiki.
This movement began yesterday."
