Tbe Villa factions held that the con-
vention was to have been a meeting
or all chiefs to decide upon the mat-
ter of who should serve as provisional
president until the holding of elec-
tions.

The Carranza agents, on the con
trary, insisted that the five delegates
sent north from Mexico City merely
formed a permanent peaca commission
which would treat with Villa only re-
garding his insubordination to the
Constitutionalist commande
that the Mexico City conference al-
ready had decided the matter of the
provisional presidency by rejecting
Carranza's resignation. The strictest
censorship remains on all Villa tele-
graph wires.
