Baltimore. Md.. Oct 9. The germ of
infantile paralysis, heretofore held to
be invisible, has been cultivated by Dr.

Institute for Medical Research, accord-
ing to a statement made by Dr. Flex-
ner in an address at the Johns Hop-
kins hospital anniversary celebration
Thursday.

Today Dr. Flexner reported that by
cultivating the germ on a special kind
of nourishing material It became visible
with a high-pow- er microscope and that
it is at least one-fift- h the 3ize of any
known form of bacteria.

The doctor said that he believed the
disease was transmitted through the
respiratory channels rather than by in-

sects as some have held, and he ad-

vanced the theory that perfectly
healthy persons often carried the germ
in their bodies and infected children.

It
also went on record in opposition to
the bill to divide Gila, county and
create the new county of Miami.

The antt prohibition amendment was
introduced by delegate M. K. Harring-
ton, of Globe. President Bert Davis
ruled that such a resolution could nt
properlv be considered In the conven-
tion because it did not directly affect
labor and the minds of the voters were
made up. An appeal was taken from
his ruling and was sustained. 11 to
17. The resolution was then referred
to the' resolutions committee.

A report was presented from the
resolutions committee, favoring the
Harrington resolution. H. K. Williams,
of the Globe Miners' onion, presented
a minority report A motion to lay
the majority report on the table was
voted down. 11 to 11. and soon after
the report was accepted by a viva voce
vote.

Oppose OHa County Division.
The resolution opposing the Gila

county division bill was from the Globe
Miners' union and was adopted after it
had been reported on favorably by
the resolutions committee. Kenneth
Clayton, of Globe, made a strong
speech urging that the convention take
no action on the proposition, on the
ground that It would creat dissension
in the ranks of labor.

By a standing vote a resolution de-
claring the federation to be opposed
to war was passed. A copy was sent to
the president.

The committee on legislation was
given, instructions to draw a minimum
wage btTI and present it to the legis-
lature. Previously the committee had
recommended a state wage commis-
sion, to investigate the conditions of
all workers, male and female.

Instructions were given the incoming
legislation committee to investigate a
proposal that a sanitary barber shop
law be introduced.

Resolutions opposing the importa-
tion of convict made goods, in favor
of school teachers being pai.l 12 monhts
in the year, and for the union label on
all state printing, were adopted. Meas-
ures carrying out the sense of the reso-
lutions will be drawn by the legisla-
tion committee. This committee will
also prepare a safety codo for work-
man engas-e- in the building trades.
and present it to the next convention.
