confess that where the 'trust' Is in
control there has been a tendency to
shut out the independent buyer and
place the producer wholly at the mercy
of the 'trust'

Form of Exaction.
"This control takes form in various

exactions as the charge, we win say,
of 25 cents per head for yardage, or
S20 to JJ0 per ton for hay, and often-
times a very inferior grade of hay is fur-
nished, even at that price: surety bonds
are required from outside dealers,
whether buyers or sellers, and if tho
'trust' is Inclined to shut the Independ-
ent dealer, whether buyer or seller, out
of that particular market it can put
the surety bond so high that he cannot
get it or if he does pet it t a cost so
great as to cut into his profits.

Makes a Suggestion.
"Of course I do not want to be

placed in a position of seeming to say
to the city council of El Paso what it
shall or shall not do, but I woilld sug-
gest that before it grants a franchise
to the Morris Packing company or any
other concern," for stockyards or pack-
ing house privileges in the cljy of EI
Paso, ot even in the proposed, reserved
district, that it throw sueh sfjguards
around the franchise that tnet-ipe-

market,' of such vital Interest 4ocat-tleme- n,

be preserved for all tinfe?
WIInon Interview.

"I note that Thomas E. Wilson, pres-
ident of the Morris Packing company,
in an interview in the' Morning Times,
says that the union stockyards his
company proposes to build 'will be
used by everyone and will be of gen-
eral benefit" That is all right as far
as it goes. Mr. Wilson did not say
what his charges would be. Under the

law' all cattle passing through
El Paso, In any direction, must be un-
loaded In order to be fed. watered and
rested, and therefore all will be sub-
ject to an unloading, feeding and wa-
tering charge.

What Present Charges Are.
"Up to this time ife independent

yards in El Paso have had a uniform
price of SO cents per --oar .fpr unload-
ing and 50 cents per car for reloading.
This charge, of course, is paid by the
railroad companies, fn the first in-
stance, but is included In the freight,
and therefore, in the last analysis, paid
by the shipper. The charge for feed-
ing has been 80 cents per bale, or on
the basis of $20 per ton for the best
quality of hay, and owing to the com-
petition between the yards only the
best quality of hay has been used.

Guard Agnln.it Monopoly.
"However, as I said at the outsetmy only interest In this controversv Is

tne maintenance of the 'open market'
and if the city council of El Paso sees
fit to establish stockyards within thecity limits, where they --might possibly
come under the absolute control of a
single railroad, rather than force them
to go Into a reserved district whereany number of Independent yardsmight be established, I believe it Is the
council's duty to so safeguard the
franchise that no monopoly of the cat-
tle business may be secured by any
person, firm or corporation."

tlndibr Comments on Interview.
"I was deeply interested in Mr. Wil-son s interview In this morning'sTimes," said Thomas P. Ruddy. "I was

handling stock in the southwestthe expenditure of at least6,000, in addition to the value of thelands.'

"Trust" In Mexico.I have been told' that the plant to
which Mr. Holmes refers is to be oper-
ated in the Interest of one of the pow-
erful .members of the 'beet trust' With
this plant on the Mexican side of the
fiver, and the plant of the Morris Pack-ing company on the El Paso side of
the river, connected by a steel and con-
crete viaduct, as set forth in a story
published in The Herald of Saturday,
Nov. 7, it is easy to see. by anyone
having an interest in the livestock and
packing house Industries of El Iso,how completely in control of the 'trust'
the cattle business, not only of El Paso,v
but of all northern Mexico, will be.

Uangcr In Appnrent.
"The danger oj this situation to the

cattle interests must be apparent to
all cattlemen.

"The idea that tlfe Morris Packing
company and other members of tho
beef trust" do not treat the independ-
ent buyers and sellers with considera-tion has been scouted. Let me quote
from the Kansas City Times of Jan. 23.
1314, Just a few months after the stock
yards of that city fell into the control
of the 'meat trust:'

Boycott In Knnas Vlty.
'H. P. Byars, of the firm of Adams &

Byars, Independent hog speculators at
the stock yards, says that the packers of
KansaB City are boycotting, not only
nis firm, but all of the other 20 or 25
independent hog speculators at the
yards.

" 'The boycot has been on for four
weeks," said Mr. Byars. 'It has com-
pletely stopped the business of inde-
pendent speculating in hogs at tho
yards. Our business is to buy mixed
hogs In large lots from the commission
men. We "sort them and sell to tho
Packers In East St. Louis, Chicago, and
other eastern nnrklnir centers. What
"we have left over wo have been in th3
naon oi selling to the packers in Kan-
sas Cit. Now local packers refuse to
buy from uft at all, and not only that
they follow our shipments to the east
and prevent us from selllng'there.

Wouldn't Let IIliu Sell." 'In the last four weeks I have tried

I know one speculator
who has had a load ot hogs since last
Thursday and he gave them to half a
