Mr. Davis complimented the local

lodge by declaring that it was too gen-
erous in its benefits to members, that
Its Bick benefits are larger than those
of any other Mooso lodge in the coun-
try.

Speaking of Mooseheart, tho Moose
home and vocational school, located
near Chicago, he stated that there are
now over 160 children in the home, but
that the institution has been built to
care for a community of 5000.

He stated
that an effort would be made to have
the sanitarium committee revisit the
city.

Dr. H. B. Homan was introduced as
an expert in the treatment of tuber-
culosis. Dr. Homan declared that tu-

berculosis can be most successfully
treated within a sanitarium. He set
forth the advantages of El Paso as a
site for the proposed institution, call-
ing attention to the numerous rail-
road systems entering the city, the
fact that it is a base of supplies, and

Herald Sign Drops "H"
Like English Cockney;

High Lights Are Stolen

All ground ana lotty robbery records
were broken when spme second story
worker elevated himself in his profes-
sion and onto The Herald building roof
and stole the electric lamps out of the
letter "H" at the top of the big Herald
illuminated sign.

Coming through Pioneer plaza,
Charles Kuslnsky, superintendent of
the building, looked up at the big sign.
to see if all of the lights were burning
in it His Teutonic blood mounted
toward the boiling point, for the big
finger of light which points up Into
the night from the roof of The Herald
building had violated all neutrality
rules and had dropped its initial 1"
like a cockney English coster.

An investigation revealed the fact
that eight of the lamps had been stolen
from the two lower arms and the cross
bar of the letter "H" and had been
carried away. The building is 65 feet
hlKh and the bier steel sign extends 68

j feet above the roof of the building.
lms maxe me 101&1 cuevaLiuu 4u iwci
above the plaza and it waB necessary
for the aerial thief to negotiate the
last 60 feet of this distance on a shaky
steel ladder which has no more rigid-
ity than a tug chain. The "high lights"
in this robbery is the fact that the
"high handed" burglary was commit-
ted on the letter "H," the highest one
in the sign rather than the "D," which
is nearest to the roof of the building.

Before the theft was discovered and
the lamps replaced, the big Herald sign
read like detective Billy Smith pro-
nounces his favorite newspaper, which
he always refers to as the "Bloomln'

Balsar was the leading man of the
old Leake Stock Co., which playrdi in
the Texas street theater and the old
Bijou during the years of 1907-- 8. Hu
was associated with Charles Ruggles,
Btth Tate, Allen Dale, Dorothy Ber-- J

nard, Eleanor Haber, Brenda FowKr
and Mr. and Mrs. Wm Bernard. This ,
company played one of the most suc-
cessful seasons of stock ever seen in
El Paso and all have been known as
El Paso favorites since. Balsar was
especially popular ana at Christina.
time of the season he played here his
dressing room was filled with flow o
and presents from his friends in the- '

Balsar's biggest hit while in El Paso
was in the part of ''Romeo," with Miss
Haber playing "Juliet." Special scen-
ery had been designed for this play
and was the equal of any Shakspcrean
production seen hero since, many thea-
tergoers declared.

went to Los Angeles, where Miss Ber--
nard afterward appeared in tl e leading '

Mr. Balsar's father was a bookbinder
for a number of years In Bloemtngtbn,
Ind-- and he frequently visited him
there in summers when not playing;
He was known as a quiet, handsome
young man and one of the best stu-
dents of parts in the country.

The Dramatio .Mirror contained the
following sketch of the dead actor, fol-
lowing the brief notice of his death:

"Charles Balsar's professional exper-
ience included many notable engage-
ments. In addition to having been a
member of the original New Theater
company, he played a season with Mrs.
Fiske in the Manhattan company, one
season as Paul Sylvaine in a special
company sent out by Harrison Grey
Fiske; fifty weeks in a production of
'Romeo and Juliet,' and one season
with John Mason in 'The 'Witching'Hour.

"Among the well known players with
whom he has been associated are E.
H. Sothern. Julia Marlowe, Annie Rus-
sell, Bertha Kalich, Grace - George,
Madame Nazimova and Rose Coghlan.
He has also been leading man with
first class stock organizations in many
cities. He spent three seasons with
the Orpheum Players In Philadelphia.
His last appearance In New York was
as leading man in 'What Is l,oveT
which was produced early in the
season.

"Mr. Balsar was artlctic, thorough,
and adaptable in his work, and his
quiet and gentlemanly personality
made him appreciated socially "
