LOS announcement from

that the American associa-
tion baseball league was to be lifted In
rating to that of V major league, a
bombshell was thrown into the Coast
league ramp and there came Immediate
discussion of possible secession and of
"outlaw" baseball In Los Angeles, San
Francisco, Portland and Salt Lake.

According to official announcement
, made In Indianapolis 'by James C. Me- -
uiii, neaa or tne club in that city, it is
the plan to make the association a ma-
jor --league in rating, drop St. Paul and
Cleveland trom their circuit and put
Chicago and St Louis or some other
two large cities into the schedule.

This is a part of the general plan of
war against the Federal league.

In this announcement no mention is
made of the Paclrlo Coast league, in
spite of wh'ch fact a written agree-
ment with organized baseball .exists
whteh specifies that at no time will any
league be raited in rating above that
ef the Pacific Coast organisation.

Agreement Made.
This agreement was a part of the

price exacted when the Coast league
came under organised baseball, after
having successfully combated it for
rears as an outlaw league.

Happy Hogan, manager of the Ver-
non club In the Coast league, when in-

formed of the announcement made in
Indianapolis, made the following state-
ment:

"If this is done It will be a direct
violation of the written agreement
made with the Coast league by or-
ganised baseball, which specifies that
at no time will any league be raised

above the class of the Coast league.

Geographically the Pacific Coast can
conduct baseball as it sees fit. The
best financial seasons local club own-
ers ever had were w!ien outlaw ball
was being played and they can again
go outlaw and make good.

"Personally I believe the Coastleague could affiliate with the Federalsand baseball locally would bo bene-
fited.

"The only benefit the Coast Ieaguo
ever received from being in organized
baseball was the protection afrorded
players in the league, and with a third
oig league that protection is a thing
of the past and the Coast league shouldassert its rights, and it will win."

Gibers Made Less.
If the Giants with ap average of

10,000 or-- 12,000 attendance can returnprofits of only about $80,000 a year
during the regular season, it
that the clubs averaging 3000 daily
attendance made only one-four- th that
amount each year or about $!0,000.

Most of Hhe major league clubs have
about 1300,090 invested in stands,
equipment, etc. A return of $20,000 ayear on $300,000 a dividend of
about S 1- -2 percent And that's about
the best return that major league clubs
outside of the pennant contenders and
winners have averaged in dividends
over a five year stretch.

Of course, during some years one
or Another of the habitual tailendersmay have been in t.ie pennant fight
and instead of returning $20,000 prof-
its thatear. ther doubled the Income.
That was the case with the Cleveland
Naps in 1008 and again in 1913. The
Philadelphia Phillies acted as runners
up in 191 to the benefit of the bank-
roll. The St Louis Cardinals spurted
in 1914 and drew crowds that meant
bigger returns.

Mump Follows Dig Year.
But usually the next year the club

slurnped. It played miserable ball. Tho
fans quit It wasn't a drawing card
on the road and was lucky to break
even during that year. So the aver-
age profit over a long stretch of years
for any but a consistent pennant con-
tender rarely has gone above $20,000.
In naming that figure we are probably
putting our estimate higher than it
really is.
