When, on
the third night. Ives made only 571
while Roberts was completing his
block, the American delegation con-
cluded that something should be done.
Cablegrams began to arrive from
America in which those who had
placed money on their compatriot
asked what was the matter.

Ives Plays to Win.
It was at this point that Ires con-

cluded to bring into play his big guns.
On the fourth night, Roberts had
scored only 41S points when Ives
"Jawed" the balls and made a run of
2.540 (fourth and fifth nights) and
then destroyed the position purposely.
The American scored his 6000 points
while Roberts was accumulating 3821.

The American 'was hooted by th
English onlookers, but it was decided
that the game was properly played and
the Americans collected their bets and
came home.

Concerning the position used by Ives
in making his great run, the London
Sportsman said: "The balls are pe-
culiarly paired (upper right pocket).
They don't touch. The white- - is well
in the top shoulder and the red cer-
tainly well on In the jaws."

$5000 to $10,000 a year, but willing to
fight for their country at the pay of
ordinary privates. Right off the reel,
company C got one of the toughest
jobs ever placed on the shoulders of a
body of engineers. It was told to go
to the leper hospital known as San
Lazaro, and make it sanitary.

Considered Certain Death. .

Leading his men to the dreaded San
Lazaro, Capt. Huston took off his coat,
picked up a shovel and personally be-
gan the physical work of cleaning up
the place. Up to that time it was a
superstition in Cuba that no man
could come out of San Lazaro alive un-
less he bore a charmed life.

Seeing the example set by the cap-
tain, the others followed and in three

I weeks they had ripped the insides out
oi ban iazaro, had made it as clean asa pin, with a system of perfect sanita-
tion, and not one of them suffered ill
health as a consequence.

TvTfW YORK, Feb. 9. The lifting
I of the draft rule from the Amer-

ican association and Interna
tional league wouldn't, make them ma-
jor league propositions. President Tom
Chivington of the American association,
president Ed Barrows of the Interna
tional league, and .the magnates of
those organizations may thinu so, but
they are practically alone in their be-
lief.

A major league is a league made up
of top notch ball players. There arevery few top notchers In the American
association and the Internationalleague: certainly not enough to give
them a major league ranking. It is a
safe wager that not more than fivepercent of the players enroled now inthe American association and the In-
ternational league could stand the ma-
jor league test.

Take the happenings, of the past tenyears for an example. Kach year the
American association and the Interna-
tional league have sent from 50 to 100
of their players their very best play-
ers up Inta the majors. Of that num-
ber about 85 per cent were chased back
each year to the minors.

Face fienson "With Leftovers.If only 14j per cent of the very bestplayers that those two leagues pro
duced are of major league caliber," it
is a cinch that the percentage of major
league players in the American asso-
ciation and International league now
averages little morethan five per cent.
The best players In the American as-
sociation and the International league
during 1914 already have been draftedor sold and those leagues face the 1916
season with nothing but the leftovers.

In time those leagues might becomepretty well cluttered uD.wlth maior
league players with . the araft rule'
niiea because the American and Na-
tional leagues could not raB the stars
each year. But that conditio wouldn'tcome about for three, four ' or fiveyears. Even then the. American asso-
ciation and International leagues hardly would be able to establish a majorleague status ih the eyes of the baseball
public.

Chances For flames Remote.To convince people that they are ma-jor leagues, the teams of those twoleagues would have to show that theyare capable of beating the teams of the
American and National leagues. Theymight do It if they got a chance. Butthose chances, looking at things from
this angle, are very, very remote.

As a boy, the captain played base-
ball a little, but not enough to amount
to anything. He says he was so busy
that he didn't have much time for it.
His father, also an engineer, built the
Cincinnati Southern railroad, and the
younger Huston the present captain
superintended much of the work. He
later helped to build the Baltimore and
Ohio railroad from Havre de Grace, Jfd.,
to Baltimore.

"Cap" as he is affectionately called,
is one of the most democratic men In
the world. He would much prefer to
sit around, with a crowd of baseball
fans, players or scribes than to bother
