States to any belligerent nation. A bill of this tenor is now before congress.
SiBce the war began, Americans have sold and exported a vast amount of

war material. They are perfectly willing to sell to Germany, Austria, and Turkey,
as well as to their enemies, but owing to Great Britain's command of the sea, it is
impossible to make delivery except to the allies. This condition, with which the
United States, has nothing to do, has
(iermans, ana uerman-Amencan- s, maintain mat inis constitutes an actual viola-

tion of neutrality.
International usage, which makes international law, sustains absolutely the

right of neutrals to' sell war material to any belligerent, and' yet remain neutrals....... . ,
The right, indeed, nas never oeen senousiy
abundant precedents, as have all other
sympathizers, that the open market in the United States constitutes an injustice,

or a violation of neutrality, is not a fair indictment of the United States or its
citizens; nor would such a contention stand in international law.

The United States, in a burst of excessive zeal and purity, might set a prece-

dent to guide itself, and might decide to withhold hereafter from belligerents any
war material. But the action of the United States would bind no other power,

and there are overwhelming and numerous reasons why thc United States should
not set such a precedent. If such action should be taken now, the allies might
justly assert that such action would itself be a violation of neutrality, inasmuch

as it could benefit, and would benefit, only
Furthermore, such a precedent would
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It is conceivable that we might be drawn into with first class power, and
that, finding ourselves unprepared, we should find it necessary to purchase war-

ships, transports, guns, ammunition, airplanes, automobiles, equipment,
and even food, from neutrals. In such a crisis, imagine the state of mind of the
people when they .discovered that our own ill advised precedent would bar us from
using our vast financial resources in self defence.

The argument against enacting such law and setting such dangerous prece-

dent, is briefly and summarized in a letter from Taft to
Harvard professor who"'sought his endorsment of the proposed act of prohibition.

"Nor do I think that in the present exigency it would be an act of
neutrality to do so, because it would inure only to the benefit of of

the belligerents.
