It is estimated that if all the claims
were filed since the law went into ef-

fect, the amount would reach J500.000.

Several other sites that could be had
for less were also reported These
included the Jewish enagog site, the
old Kohlberg home opposite the syna-co- g,

the Frank Simmons home on
Mesa avenue, the eld of Dr. S T
Turner, on the corner of Missouri and
Mesa, and the home and office of Dr.
Herbert Stevenson, on the corner of
Wyoming and North Oregon streets.

It was a notable fact that the real
estate men and larger property owners
were in favor of buying the new site,
but the lodge, by a two to one vote,
decided against buying any property
at the present time. The recommen-
dation of the committee was that the
site of the tracks should be pur-
chased, if for no other reason than to
hae two available sites when the
lodge is ready to erect its new home,
so that it could select at that time the
site best suited to the conditions then
existing, and sell the other one.

The opposition urged that inasmuch
as the lodge is still about SIS.OtO in
debt altnpugh In the past 10 years it
has liquidated an Indebtedness of !,-oo- o

it should not go further into debt
for new property.

Two real estate men, as an indica
tion of their faith in north side prop-
erty, offered, if the lodge purchased
the north side property, to guarantee
to take it off the hands of the lodge
in three jears at the price now asked
for it. plus interest and taxes.

In the report it Is stated
that aluminum, which was suggested as
a substitute for tin in the bacon cans,
is sot suited at all for this purpose, as
bacon has the ability to corrode. Alu-
minum is also reported unable to with-
stand the aetion of damp salt, and
therefore unfit for use as salt compart-
ments for the condiment cans.
