German "uhlan saddles" are to be
given a test by the 15th cavalry at
Fort Bliss. The new type of German
saddle has been favorably reported by
a committee of the army and a practi-
cal test will be nude of it at the post
where a sufficient number of the sad-
dles will be Issued to supply the squad- -

the same as
those now in actual use by the Ger-
man cavalry in the European war. It
is much lighter than the old style
army saddle and is so cleverly con-
structed that it divides when a caval-
ryman is thrown, separating the stir-
rup from the remainder of the saddle
which is attached to the horse's bodv.
This is expected to prevent many se-
rious accidents which are frequent in
the army when a trooper is thrown by
his mount and his foot remains in the
stirrup which is attached to the sad-
dle.

The German saddle Is also said to
be much easier on the horse's back,
as It is built to fit the animal's body
and being lighter does not cause sad-
dle sores after long marches. If the
test which is to be made at Fort Blissproves successful, it is probable that
the uhlan saddle will be adopted for
the entire cavalry and mounted in-
fantry troops of the service.
