For two administrations priding themselves on
"publicity" as their watchword, this is a most dis-

creditable record. Secretary Bryan's attitude is too
well known to need more than passing reference:
he habitually dodges facts, about the Mexican situation,
as if they were plague-carryin- g rats. The last thing
he desires is a fact about Mexico. If he catches any
public officer sending in facts that are displeasing to
him, he seems to seize the first opportunity to send
somebody out to make reports to suit his fancy re-

gardless of the truth. If a fact accidentally breaks into
his sanctum, Mr. Bryan seldom hesitates in finding
a word with which to slur and attempt to insult the
messenger of truth, or with which to discourage further
efforts to get elemental justice or even common courtesy
at Washington in connection with any Mexican matter.

Under the Knox and Bryan administrations, the
state department has sunk to the lowest level of effi-
ciency, public service, and national honor that it has
