Affairs Saturday.

The last regular meeting of tbe city
council under the Kelly administra-
tion, held Thursday, caw the disposal
of a large amount of ousiness and the
referring to the incoming administra-
tion of several important matters.

The council wilt meet ascln on Sat-
urday morning to canvass the 'returns
of the recent municipal election and
receive the report of the Thurston
Audit company on the condition of the
city's finances.

Seeks to Close Disposal Plant.
One of the important matters that

will be handed over to the new ad-
ministration will be the claim of
Waters Davis for $1000 damages al-
leged to have been sustained on six
and one-ha- lf acres of land lying along
the Franklin canal opposite Washing-
ton park. He represents that this
damage was sustained by the con-
struction of ditcues and the laying of
sewers across the property. He also
represents that the sewerage disposal
plant and the dumping of garbage,
dead animals and other refuse in the
vicinity of the property constitute a
nuisance and asks that the operation
of tbe disposal plant be discontinued
and that tbe nuisance be abated. The
claim was referred to the city attor-
ney.

Fire Limits Extended.
An amendment to the ordinance

which describes tbe fire limits and
regulates the character of construc-
tion of buildings was passei The
amendment extends the fire limits to
take in parts of Bast El Paso and
Highland Park and also Imposes more
stringent rules for construction in "the
fireproof district.

In the fireproof districts all build-
ings must be built fireproof or

All exterior walls must be
ot fireproof material, and all parti-
tions, stairways, vents and light shafts
must be enclosed in fireproof material,
and floors must be of fireproof mate-r-- al

provided, however, that wooden
floors may be laid on top of a fire- -
pioof floor.

The report of the city treasurer
showed that there was not a warrant
outstanding against the city.

J Judge Clayton Delivers a
Beautiful Eulogy on Lin

coln in Federal Court.
Abraham Lincoln, on the anniver-

sary of his assassination .Thursday,
was eulogized by the son of a" con-
federate soldier, from the bench of the
United States district court, who de-

clared that history had been enriched
b his life and who regretted that
he had not lived to soothe the wounded
heart of the south-Hen-ry

X. Clayton,
from Alabama and rpecial United
States district Judge, delivered the
splendid eulogy of Lincoln from the
bench of the federal court Thursday
morning in calling attention to the
president's proclamation regarding the
anniversary of tbe death of president
Lincoln. The address was delivered
during a pause in the routine of the
court and was received by applause

-- l j , ... . iirom in crown in uie counrwuio, o- .-

though court was still In session.
Judge Clayton's Eulogy.

"As the son of a confederate soldier
who believed he was right. I have no
apologies to make for what he did."
said Judge Clayton. Should I apolo- -
gize for what he did I think I would
prove recreant to the teachings that I
received at my motners Knee.

"Mr.' McKlnley. was, I believe, the
first of the presidents to say in his
speech at Atlanta and I believe I
quote his words 'thai the time had
come in which the northern soldiers
could put flowers on the graves of
the confederate soldiers and, likewise,
the confederate soldiers could put
flowers on the graves of the union
soldiers!'

"In bis celebrated speech at
Charleston, senator Hoar paid a beau-
tiful tribute to the south and he arose
to the occasion and passed an eulogy
oc the southern people and gave a
correct and patriotic review of all the
states of our patrlotio country.

"I think one of tbe greatest utter-
ances every made by any man was
uttered by Gen. Grant After the war
"let us have peace uttered at the
time, and considering tbe surround-
ings, those were golden words and
vill go down In history as the words
oi a great soldier and a great Amer-
ican. He would not yie'd to the clamor
oi the partisan politicians of his time.

Was Lincoln's Spirit.
"That same sort of spirit, I believe,

would have actuated Mr. Lincoln. For
he, himself, said to his brothers ot
tbe north, 'Justice shall be done to
the south. They shall not be overrun.
They shall not be oppressed they are
m the union.' I cannot heltar, that
7ltt. Lincoln, with his great soul and
rae cennaence wnicn tne northern

.people bad in him, wculd have sug-
gested, 'or sanctioned, some of the
things that partisan politicians per-
petrated upon the southern people.

"I believe that Abraham Lincoln
would hare proved, in that day and
time, the most useful and the most
powerful friend that the southern peo-
ple could have had. I believe that
his patriotism was broad enough and
his great soul was live enough to have
had that conception of what Amer-
icanism means, that conception which
now obtains and which characterized
much ot tbe conduct ot his successors.

"It is no wonder that tbe people of
the world stand and look with admira-
tion apo the people of this republic
and I quite agree with Mr-- Root of
New York, who said that self govern-
ment, a republican form of govern-
ment, was no longer aj experiment In
our country it is a reality. it is an
assured fact as much as anything
human can be.

Kai Enriched History.
"I merely want to call your at-

tention to this proclamation of the
VresldentSs, to invite your considera-
tion to the life and character of Abra-
ham Lincoln and for us all to rejoice,
as Americans, that we have had the
history of our country enriched by
tbe life and character of such a man.
And we can all regret that his life was
not spared to further and greater uses
in the cause of the rehabilitation of a
torn and distracted country.

"It is easier to wound than it is
to cure. And while Mr. Lincoln had
not an active part in. mounding, hisgreat and merciful life, if spared,
would have done much to soothe and
heal the lacerated heart of a bleeding
cation and would nave saved the
southern people many of the hard-
ships and trials that they have under-gone during the dark days of the

Counsel's Objections.
Those clauses pointing out the al-

leged errors of the court are as fol-
lows:

"That the socalled grand Jury which
returned the indictment herein was an
illegal body, not authorized by law to
investigate the charge against defend-
ant or to return the aforesaid indict-
ment; that the persons composing Bald
socalled grand Jury-wer- e not legally se-
lected, drawn, empaneled, sworn or
charged, and were without authority of
law to act as grand Jurors; that the
Jury list from which their names were
drawn was invalid and void; that such
list was not a valid list from which to
select and draw grand Jurors to serve
at and during this the April, 1915, term
of this court; that the court was with-
out authority to cause grand and petit
Jury venires for the present term of
this court to be drawn from such Jury
list; and that the persons serving as
aforesaid who returned the indictment
herein were and ar not eligible to
serve as grand Jurors, and that their
action or attempted action and the in-
dictment returned by them against de-
fendant is void.

Says Court in Error.
"That the court likewise erred in In

structing said socalled grand jury that
it would be attended by the district at-
torney or the attorney general of New
Mexico, or both, one of whom would
question the witnesses brought before
them: and in failing to instruct that the
district attorney might be present for
tbe purpose of examining witnesses in
their presence whenever required by
them: and in not instructing them that
they might at all reasonable times ask
the advice of e court, the attorney
general or the district attorney.

"It being apparent that under the
statute, the prosecuting officer has not
the right to , appear before a grand
Jury for the purpose ot examining the
witnesses unless required by the grand
Jury so to do: that the attorney gen-
eral of the state is not authorized by
law to appear before 'a grand Jury.

Court's Remarks Objected to.
"That the remarks by the court at

the time of the discharge of tbe 2
members of the second socalled grand
jury made publicly In open court were
highly prejudicial to the rights of de-
fendant and calculated to create in the
minds of members of the third socalled
