from the White sea, Russia will be able
t0 communicate with her allies through
a free western port and to receive much
needed war supplies and other manu-
factures over a route thousands miles
shorter than that by way of Vladlvo-stoc- k.

Archangel Is situated at the
head of the Dvlna delta, as far north
as the norternmost shores of Hudson
bay. It is the largest and most impor- -

! the Arctic circle.
Ice Bound Most of 1 ear.

The harbor of Archangel is optimis-
tically said to be open from May to
October. However, it Is only entirely
free from Ice during the mnoths of July
and August, although in the average
year it is free for navagating purposes
for a period some weeks longer. The
city lies on the Dvlna river, 20 miles
from the White sea. It Is 740 miles
northeast of Petrograd, and is connect-
ed with the distributing centers of the
interior by railway and canaL

Is Ancient City of orth.
Not only is Archangel Interesting as

a oity In the extreme north, but it Is
still more interesting as one of the
most ancient cities built upon the
fringe or eternal arctic whiteness. Be-
fore the year 900, the Norsemen came
here and traded. They laid the foun-
dation of the present city, a city that
has grown slowly but almost without
halt, preserved in peace by its isolated
position in the north. The city has
achieved its present day importance
as an outlet for the products of the far

Here are the mines,
the foundries and factories, and the
dairies and farms, which are the pride,
the wealth and the strength of modern
France. In this narrow , strip under
German occupation, there is produced
70 percent of all coal mined in France
SO percent of all of the native mined
iron, and nearlv half of the republics
output of manufactured articles.

Germans Hold Iron Indnstry.
The Iron and steel industry of thegreat republic lies almost entirel-- .

Jules Arts, at vemun. in
September last, and later commuted to
20 years penal servitude, was definitely
quashed

Four soldiers, among, them Atris.
were condemned to death for having
abandoned their posts before the en-
emy They were further charged with
willful self wounding Three of the
soldiers were shot. The fourth. Arris,
owing to the severity of his injury, was
taken to a hospital and there tended.

The courtmartial had come to the
conclusion that his injury had been
caused by a blank cartridge, being for-
tified in this opinion by the fact that
no hole in the wounded man's regi-
mental overcoat coutd be discovered
But the doctor who treated Arris in
hospital discovered in the wound an
unmistakable German shrapnel. Appeal
was made against the sentence of the
courtmartial at Verdun, with the result
that It was quashed and Arris dis-
charged without stain on his military
character.

Medals of Cross of St.
George for Brave Aa.

Petrograd. Russia. April 24" Jacob
Halln. a Don Cossack, who has returned
to Kleff from the front, has the rare
distinction of wearing on his chest the
Insignia, of all four grades of the St.
George's Cross.

He was taken prisoner In the Masu-
rian lake zone, after the patrol to
which he belonged had fought to ths
last against greatly superior force

On being questioned he replied,
"You 'may cut me to pieces if yon like,
but youll get no information from me."
The German officers ordered him to be
placed in a barn for the night. He
broke his way through the roof and
waited fr the guard to approach.

As the sentrv came round, the Cos-
sack fluag himself upon him from
above, clutched him by the throat, and
strangled him before he could utter a
cry Halln Dut on the dead man's hel
met, took his rifle and cartridge pouch
and set out.

For seven days he "wandered about
the Augustov forest, suffering terribli
from hunger and cold. At length he
reached the Russian lines. During the
attack on Ossewetz he was wounded in
the back and feet by the explosion of a
"portmanteau," and he has been sent to
Kleff to be healed.
