Editor El Paso Herald:

I have noticed J. V. Eubanks state-
ments as published in your paper, and
wish to say that I am satisfied that
the statements made therein are true
and correct If there ever was an
illustration of the old saying that "a
prophet is without honor In his own
community,'' It Is true in this instance.

Mr. Eubank has built a number of
pated roads for me and has discussed
with me at different times the con-
struction of our county roads. I en-
deavored to have the last county com-
missioners employ Mr. Eubank to over-
see the building of the county road,
but was unable to do so. It has always
struck me as a very peculiar thing that
our county officials should go outsiue
and take men practically unknown in
the community, and upon some outside
recommendation place them in, charge
of our county roads when we have with
us a man of the standing of Mr. Eu-
bank, whom I verily belieTe to be as
good a Judge of paving of this nature
as-- , there Is in thet United States today.

I am going to take this occasion to
say that in my opinion this county
should have another bond issue of at
least 2500,00 for repairs on the pre-
sent county roads and construction of
new roads.

The last county commissioners were
severely criticised for the expenditura
of the last bond Iseue, but it is my
opinion that the same was uonestly
spent every dollar of it as far as the
commissioners and county Judge were
concerned, but I do believe that in the
employment of road engineers some
errors were made, but that is human
and should not be criticised too severe-
ly I would urge upon the present
county commissioners that they con-
sider the feasibility of issuing bonds
to the extent of S588.8 for the pur-
pose before stated, and that when voted
upon favorably that they consider Mr.
Eubank as the proper man to place in
charge of the work: Now I do not
know whether, Mr. Eubank would ac-
cept a position of this kind and I am
satisfied he is not seeking it, but I
want to reiterate that to me it looks
strange that we should go out of our
community to find a man for this pur-
pose when we have probably the best
equipped man in the entire southwest
on the ground.
