At one
time in the city I had a flock of more
than IM pairs of homers and found
that if I successfully combatted lice
and mites, among them, which was not
an easy job. they produced as many
pairs of nice squabs as any other sec-
tion of country could claim for them.

Keep Large Flock.
There is one trouble pigeon breedersamong us have experienced. They havekept such small flocks that they have

not had product sufficient to "ontract
and on that account have not marketed
them at as good prices as they wouldget were their flocks sufficient ,o as-

The fact, that
they are embodying the Ideals of peace
in a great undertaking at such an hour
of distress is fall of deep meaning to
humanity.

"Argentina Is a remarkable creation
of democratic government. San Fran-
cisco is the only city on the globe
worthy of comparison with Buenos
Aires. There is nothing too Wg .or her
t3 do: nothing she may not dare, noth-
ing she cannot do. The same is true
of Buenos Aires."

Mr. Martinez concluded his address
with reference to Argentina's cattle re-
sources, its banks, its press, its
achievements in the field of law and
medicine, and its humanitarian works.
