IS NEARCAPJTAL

Claim Made that Famine
Will Be Relieved as Soon

as Mexico City Taken.

Carranza troops under Gen. Fran-
cisco Coss are within 0 kilometers of
Mexico City, and the capital will be In
control of the Carrancistas by the end
of the week, according to advices re-
ceived here from Veracruz. The advices
state that Coss has captured San Bar-tol- o

del Monte and Calpulalpam, after
sharp fighting. In which the Zapatistas
lost 100 in killed and a quantity of
ammunition and supplies.

Says Famine Will Be Relieved.
The entry Into Mexico City will

promptly relieve the famine situation,
according to a statement Issued by
Eliseo Arredondo, Carranza's represen-
tative In Washington. In his state-
ment Arredondo blames the interna-
tional committee for the reports of
widespread suffering throughout Car.,
ranza teritory. declaring that the com-
mittee is guided by a political group.
He also makes emphatic denial of thereport that Carranza has seized 600
tons of corn, sent to Veracruz to re-
lieve famine conditions in the interior.

Claims Carranza Has Supplies.
"Gen. Carranza has ready 800.000

bushels of.cofn for the relief of Mexico
City," the statement continues, "and
the only reason he does not send It
into the city in advance of his troops Ib
that It would fall Into the hands of the
Zapatistas and be used to feed his en-
emies without the slightest chance of
relitVnlg the suffering of the poor."

Arrivals from the battle front aronud
Leon state that even skirmishing has
practically ceased and that there has
been no general encounter since the
big battle of two weeks ago. The ar-
rivals state that both sides have taken
care of their dead and that there Is
now little Tear of an epidemic,

Trerlno Claims Victory.
Gen. Jacinto Trevlno has made an of-

ficial report to Veracruz that he has
decisively defeated the Villlstas west
of Ebano and that he captured the Villa
headquarters at Aura, Inflicting heavy
losses and capturing a number of can-
non and some supplies. He states in
his report that the Westward movement
against San Luis Fotosl, along the
railroad that runs to Tampico. is now
well under way and that the Villlstas
are rapidly being cleared from the oil
fields. x

Claim Seised Money Counterfeit.
A big bundle of Villa money, totaling

650,000 pesos, which was captured at
Huertas, between Victoria and Monte-
rey, some days ago by Gen. Luis

has been received at the Car-
ranza consulate. The money was on
board a pay train which was captured.
Upon learning that the money bad been
received here, the Villa authorities in
Juarez declared that it was all counter-
feit. Carranza representatives, bow-eve- r,

point out that It Is part of a
large sum that has been used In paying
Villa troops ami that it must therefore,
be genuine.

Raschbanm to Report to Villa.
Dr. L. M. Raschbaum, Villa's personal

physician and more lately his envoy to
Washington, arrived here Tuesday

and, a few hours later, left for
Aguascallentes on a special train. It
is understood that Dr. Raschbaum will
make a personal report to Villa on the
status of affairs at Washington as he
saw them. He would make no state-
ment while here. Gen. Villa has been
at Aguascallentes for the past week
and has established his headquarters
there, arrivals from the south state.

CARRANZA WINS AT EBANO;
FEAR LOOTING IN SONORA

Washington. D. C, June 2. State de-
partment advices today from Veracruz
reported a victory for the Carranza
forces at Ebano. near Tampico. The
battle has swung between Carranza and
Villa there many weeks.

At Hermosillo. Sonora, according to
mall advices received today, there is
a terrible state of famine, and It Is
feared that the looting of the whole
town is only "postponed.

Obregon lost about 6000, according to
Charles Hawes, an American aviator,
who was an aerial scout for the Car-
ranza forces at Celaya, and who has
arrived here. Hundreds of the dead on
both sides, he said, were cremated In
huge funeral p;res.

DUVAL WEST IS SICK.
Baltimore, Md., June 2. Duval West,

who president Wilson's personal repre-
sentative In Mexico and is now under-
going treatment at a hospital here for
stomach trouble. Is reported to be Im-
proving. It is understood he will be
able to leave the institution in a few
days. His illness Is said to have beenpartly due to the strain he underwent
in .Mexico.

Felix Martinez has founded a
practical movement to encourage more
thorough advanced education among
young men of Spanish speaking par-
entage. It was a plea for thorough
education in the national language; a
plea even more strongly made last
week by chief Justice Clarence J. Rob-
erts, of the state supreme court, in his
address at the commencement exercises
of the Las Vegas state normal school.

Tbese cows are kept un-
der sanitary conditions la a separate
enclosure; they are groomed before
each milking and their udders washed
and dried with a sterile towel; they
are admitted to the milking reem
through a fly chute which is so con-
structed as to remove the flies from
them before they enter tbe ralHtlnjr
room, thereby removing one of the
'treat daggers and usual sources of
jmllk contamination. The milking room
Jtas cemented walls and floor, and is
flushed oat before and after each milk-
ing. Tbe windows of this e!Ming are
fast and eannot be opened, and the
ventilation is had through a ventilator
hnmgh tbe roof, which Is closed .on

wimdy days. This precaution very
ranch reduces the possibility of con
tarainattoa through dust. The milk Is
drawn Into palls with small openings,
by men whose personal health and hy-
giene is guaranteed. The milkers wear
dean, white duck suits and caps, and
are required to scrub the hands and
clean their nails before milking: The
milk after being drawn Is poured Into
a strainer, passes through layers of
sterile absorbent cotton and ganze and
into the bottling room, where it is
bottled by a man whose health and
bygieae Is guaranteed. Tbe bottles
and milking utensils are steam steri-
lised and a sterile cap Is sealed os the
bottle, with the date of Its prodoetlon
and seal of the Milk Commission,
stamped on the cap: the bottles are
placed In iee, the milk rapidly cooled
to it degrees, and are kept
os Ice until the milk is delivered to
the consumer. It is analysed by a
chemist and examined by & bacterial-ogl- st

twice a week, who is selected by
oar Medical Milk Commission.

The BAoterisl count for the months
of January.

Hit. sbew an average of l,ti to the
cubic centimeter: and, since the maxi-
mum count permitted by ours and oth-
er Milk Commissions for certification
is 1MM to the cubic centimeter, we
feet that the Dairy producing this milk
be eaagratulated on this excellent
shewing in the production of certified
aHk.

The cost of producing milk under
soon rigid rales and regulations is nec-
essarily high and the price asked by
