country, never has been associated
with a pennant winning combination,
but nearly every club he has been with
would hate won the gonfalon had the
other hurlers done as well as he did
for his team's cause. Aleck the Great
may be called the advance agent of
the Bos Brldre, as he always is ahead
of his club. In ISM, for example, when
Aleck was with the Galesburg team
of the Illinois-Missou- ri league, bis
club had a percentage of victories of
