northernmost finger, is a break Into
the Tyrol heights.

I George Marx, until recently 3. Jeweler
' in El Paso, and Samuel Flnkelstein, a

resident of Rochester, N. Y.. were sent
from Juarez to the city of Chihuahua
under guard Thursday night The two
men have been In the Juarez Jail for
seven weeks and hare been twice sen-
tenced to death.

On Instructions from acting secre-
tary of state Lansing a strong protest
was wired to Gen. Villa Thursday
night, demanding the safety of the two
Americans pending the receipt by the
state department of a full transcript
of the proceedings of the trials. Attor-
neys retained by H. Nathan, the father-mla- w

of Marx, are now securing trans-
cripts of the evidence and will also
forward affidavits of the citizenship
of the two men.

Both of the men are charged by the
Mexican authorities with having had
In- their possession counterfeit Villa
currency. According to Nathan, the
fatherlnlaw of Marx, the latter used to
operate a Jewelry store at the corner
of Texas and Stanton streets. While
engaged In this business he sold a
watch to Flnkelstein. who for a long
time owed him 55 on the purchase.

Happened Seven Weeks Aero.
Seven weeks ago Marx went to

Juarez and met Flnkelstein In the
gambling halL The latter had 150
pesos, In five peso notes. Villa cur-
rency, and offered Marx SO pesos In
settlement of his debt Marx accepted
this and, upon receiving the money,
tendered one of the five peso notes at
the roulette wheel for chips. The note
was accented but immediately after
wards Marx was arrested. Asked where
he got the notes, he pointed out Finkel-stei- n,

who was also arrested.
Nathan retained both American and

Mexican attorneys but could get no
action on the case. At both trials the
men were ordered executed, but the
sentence was stayed. Those Interested
in the case can s)ve no explanation as
to why the men have been sent to
Chihuahua, A daughter of Nathan is
expecting to leave on Saturday for
Chihuahua to visit her brotherinlaw.
