Pot Pressure oa Xationn.
Mr. Filene in his address advocated

a modification in the scheme of the
league so that economic pressure can
lie brought to bear on nations that are
intent on going: to war before the
lasue uses its military power to pre-
sent hostilities.

Victor L. Berger, Wisconsin, proposed
that When two nations go to war after
the league has exhausted Ms powers,
the non belligerent nations in the
league shall be prohibited from fur-
nishing arms or ammunitions to the

ombatants. but there shall be no inter-
ference with food supplies.

Taft Outlines Ills Idea.
At the banquet given by the pro-- i

tsional committee Wednesday night,
Mr Taft outlined the purposes of the
conference. He declared he was ftrmly
of the opinion that a league of peace
could be formed which would enable
cations to avoid war by furnishing a
practical means of settling international
quarrels or suspending them until the
blinding- heat of passion had cooled.

Kormal AddrruM Made,
The morning session of the confer-

ence was limited to formal addresses,
amim" the speakers being John Bates
Clark, of Columbia university; Theo-
dore Marburg, of Baltimore, former
Unitec States minister to Belgium, and
Jidward A. Filene, representing the
Chamber of Commerce of the United
States.

The conference was held in the ban-
quet hall o& the historic state house.
Before beginning their deliberations,
the members viewed the liberty belL

They also gazed upon the portraits
of George Washington, the signers of
the declaration of independence, the
kings of England who reigned over
the colonies and many patriots of co-
lonial days.

International Supreme Conrt.rormer president Taft. in opening
the conference, expressed gratification
at the large attendance. Mr. Taft lik-
ened the proposed league to the states
m the American union and said there
vi as no reason why natfons could not
federate in & somewhat similar way.
The judicial tribunal of the council ot
conciliation proposed in the league of
peace scheme, could settle disputes be-
tween cations much in the same way
as the supreme court of the United
States adjusts disputes between the
states.

Assert-
ing mat preparedness provokes rather
than prevents vr, and that the up-
heaval in Europe was the result of the
false philosophy that "might makes
right," former secretary of state Bryan
today in the second of his series of
three statements on "the causeless
war" submits an argument against mil-
itary preparation by the United States

i and praises the course of president
I WIIbiui in lh international KmnrMET.

"IX any nation is without exense for
entering into a mad rivalry with the
belligerent nations in preparation for
war, it is the United States," says Mr.
Bryan. "We are protected on either
side by thousands of miles of ocean
and this protection is worth more to us
than any number of battleships.

"We have an additional protection in
the fact known to every one that we
nave the men with whom to form an
array of defence if we are ever at-
tacked, and it is known also that we
would have the 'money, too more mon-
ey than we would have bad If all the
surplus earnings of the people had
been invested in armament-Fortuna- te

in Defrneelesnness.
"We not only do not need additional

preparation, but we are fortunate in
not having it, since it seems impossi-
ble for a nation to have what is called
preparedness without having along
with if a disposition to use its prepar-
edness on the slightest provocation.

"The leading participants in the pres-
ent war are the nations that were
bjtt nrenared and T fear it would haV6
been difficult for us to keep out of this
war if we had been as well .prepared
as the;.

Congratulate Nation on President.
"HaWy foKonr: natron- - that we- have

in the white .house at this time a pres-
ident who believes in setting the old
world a good example instead of

the bed example which it. sets
in this matter. What an unspeakable
misfortune it would haTe been if in
such an hour as this the nation had
hMn nndr tfcp leadersbin of a presi
dent inflamed by .the false philosophy
which has plunged Kurope into the
abyss of war."

Inveighs Acelnst Preparedness.
Leading up to his argument against

preparation for war by the United
States. Mr. Bryan says:

"We dare not trust the peace of the
world to those who spend their time in
getting readv for wars that should
never come. Half the energy employed
in preparing for war would effectu-
ally prevent war if used in propagating
the principles which make for peace.

"Instead of preventing war. prepar-
edness provokes war. because it is im-

possible to coerce the people into bear-
ing the burdens incident to continuous
and increasing preparation without
cultivating hatred as if it were a nat-
ural virtue. There must be some one to
fear: some other preparing nation that
must be represented as plotting for
war.

What If All Prepare?
"How can preparedness prevent war

"if all prepare. Bach step taken by
one nation toward more complete pre-

paredness excites the other nations to
additional purchases and new levies
until' all have exhausted their pro-

ductive industries and menaced their
moral progress.

Th. rfiwtrin. that nreoaredness will
prevent war will not stand the test and
the conflagration in Kurope shows
that it fails when tested by experi-
ence."

GERMAN WRITER IS BITTER;
SAYS U. S. INSULTS KAISER

Amsterdam. Holland, "June "Tbitter attack upon the United States
government In its relaUon to Germany
is contained in the Cologne Gazette, a
copy of which haseen received here.
Prof. Philip Zorn. of the chair of law
at Bonn university, a member of The
Hague conventions, wrote the article.

"We have a clear conscience as far as
International affairs are concerned,
says Prof. Zorn. "But has the Wilson
government an equally good con-

science? I answer no. The feeling of
the German people are bitter against
America, not against the American
people, whom we consider our good
friends, but against the Wilson gov-
ernment, which is neutral only in form.

"Hourly our army, our people and
the kaiser are Insulted in the meanest,
most lying fashion by the American
press. Is that honorable neutrality?
The war would hare been over except
for American supplies. We accuse
president Wilson before God and the
world of guilt for the continuance of
this fearful murder. That is the neu-
trality and Christianity of president
Wilson and his government."

AMERICAN CONSUL PROTESTS
AGAINST AnitEST OF GUEST

London, Eng, June 17. The corre-
spondent of the Daily Express at
Geneva. Switzerland, wires that the
American consul at Trieste. Austria,
has protested to the Austrian govern-
ment against the arrest of his guest,
the Italian vice consul Canova.
