thing, Cattle Driven 0.
Food Stolen.

SHOTS FIRED INTO
HOMES BY DRUNKS

No Protection for Foreigners
and Americans Flocking

To the Border.

ef anarchy throughout
CONDITIONS district and In

outlying districts in Durango have
resulted in causing the greatest exodus
of Americana and foreigners that has
occurred since the critleal situation
brought about over a year ago by the
landing of American marines at Vra-cru- z.

Forty-eig- ht families of Ameri-
cans and foreigners arrived here Thurs-
day evening, bringing reports of in-
sufferable conditions. Many of these
families remained in Mexico during the
American occupation and declare that
far worse conditions than prevailed at
that time have now forced them to quit
the country.

Bandits are in control of the outlying
districts, according to the refngees.

and depredatlotis of every sort are be-
ing committed. Foretellers hag no
protection. The small bands have their
own leaders woo give allgfance to
neither faction and who nave the out-lin- g

districts completely in their con-
trol.

House Tired Into.
One of the refugees who arrived

Thursday states that he and his family,
who were living about 20 miles from
Guanajuato city, were attacked two
weeks ago ana were fired upon 19
times. Bullets crashed through the
house and it was only by the smallest
margin that he and his family escaped
being killed. The bandits, he states,
were so intoxicated that their aim was
poor.

Another American who has lived in
Mexico for 11 years, states that, in thelast two months, different visits from
small bands of bandits have resulted Inthe complete stripping of his home and
property. At first, levies of food andmoney were made, but as his suppliesran low, the bandits began appropri-
ating anything that took their fancy
and now only the four walls of a for-
merly well furnished house remain. The
bandits do not even go through theceremony of giving "receipts."

State Stripped of Everything.
Eastern Guanajuato has been stnpnedbare, the refugees declare. All minesare closed, all stock has been run iffand there are no crops. Dozens ofhomes and buildings have been burned.

The bandits are continually fightingamong themselves, skirmishes being ofalmost daily occurrance.

TURKISH SNIPERS KILL MANY
BRITISH AND FRENCH OFFICERS
Athens, Greece, June 18. A great

proportion of officer losses, io the
French and English forces Bf the Dar-
danelles are doe to the acttVity of Turk-
ish snipers; who have Special Instruc-
tions to pick out the officers. X cor-
respondent with the French forces
writes:

"The danger to officers In this part
of the peninsula from snipers Is very
great. Parties of 10 or 20 Turkish
sharpshooters crawl past our lines at
night and either hide in a tree or get
Into an abandoned trench or shell hole.
There they He concealed from view,
waiting for an opportunity to snipe at
some isolated officer passing within
range of their rifle. They are instruct-
ed to disregard firing upon private sol-
diers if it Involves any danger to them-
selves, but to miss no chance to bring
down an officer.

"In many cases the sniper's eager-
ness for this duty is assisted by stories
of the huge loot to be obtained from
the pockets of the officers. Some of the
snipers who nave been caught were
found with large sums of British and
French money, as well as other prop-
erty belonging to officers."

GREECE IS NEXT ENEMY,
IS BELIEF IN GERMANY

Berlin. Germany, June 18. Greece is
the next enemy with which Germany,
Austria and Turkey will have to figure,
according to public belief as a result
of the Greek elections In which the
war party headed by former premier
Venizelos was victorious.

The Kreuz Zeltung publishes a head-
line over the Athens election dispatches
reading: "The Next Enemy." and1 says:
