fused to commit himself.

"T will not discuss whether or notthere is going to be a new revolution
in Mexico." he said, with a grin. "Iwill not" discuss whether or not Gen.
Huerta. is with me. I will not discuss
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whether or not I have been buying arms
and ammunition in this city for the
new revolution. I refuse to discuss any-
thing. Time, however, will tell every-
thing to the complete satisfaction of
the American newspapers and the world
at large."

Gen. Orozco called upon Gen. Huerta
Tuesday morning, and was in consul-
tation with the former dictator for
several hours.
