ment and emoluments for the principal
members of his family and his imme-
diate adherents.

Wants liancbn Support.
In return, it is proposed that the

cbus, explaining tne conditions v.hlck
have made it necessary for Yuan Shi
Kat to assume the throne for the ben-
efit of the Chinese people, and urging
them to render him loyal support. Tho
results of the voting by the various
pTovmcial conventions last Monday
upon the propositions to reestablish
the monarch and to revise the consti-
tution have not yet been promulgated.
The delay, it is believed here, is due
to the decision of the government to
regard the results of these primaries
as conclusive and final, requiring no
otner formalities.

To Safeguard Oriental Interests.

A second request for further consid-
eration, made by the president, was de-
clined Thursday bv Gov. Wm. Spry,
supported by the pardon board, on theground that it would be an unwarrant-
ed interference with justice.

Fights For Life.
"Fire! Let her go," were Hillstrom's

last words. Although he was self pos-
sessed and asserted his innocence when
he faced his executioners, Hillstrom
had a nervous collapse just previously,
when he tied the door of his cell at the
state prison with strips torn from his
blankets and fought TJte guards fiercely
with the handle of a broom he had
snatched from an attendant in the cor-
ridor.

Rises From Sleep; Shrieks.
Hillstrom remained apparently in

sleep until early this morning. He arose
about 4 oclock and began to shake the
cell door, shrieking The noise reached
the outside guards, who turned in a
general alarm. When .the guards ar-
rived to take him to the scene of the
execution Hillstrom fought them sav-
agely with the broom handle, which lie
had broken in two, leaving a sharp
point on one piece.
