are registered A.A.U. men.

But there is now setting in a reac-
tion which promises to affect the
Y.MCA. seriously. It is the with-
drawal of athletic stars from the "Y."
If they remained, thev could not com-
pete in Amateur Athletic Union cham
pionships, either national or district, j
