Activity of Men Responsible.
A big factor In these growths, on the

Protestant side at least, is the new
activity of men. Delegates to Lay-

men's Missionary Movement conven-
tions in II cities. 1915 as compared

That Is. 1909 figures stood at 1..and 1915 at somewhat more than 2..000.
Laymen's Institutes for the training
of volunteer lay workers were started
in several bodies In 1915. a wholly new
development.

In lay effort, almost wholly by men.
the year 1915 saw perfected In several
Protestant bodies well defined and well
backed plans for the Introduction Into
management of the temporal affairs

.hnrriiM snmethinsr of the same
scientific management that is going
into Industrial, commercial and gov-

ernmental affairs. The recognition
that laymen have proper part, that
church plants can be made more pro-
ductive, and that money contributions
can be made to accomplish more, would
alone make 1915 memorable In Chris-
tian afrairs.

In no respect was the year 191a more
peculiar, as regards things religious,
than In books, and the making of
them. The public has so long accus-
tomed itseir to books by ministers,
that its temper at the end of 1915 Is
to rush ror books that are written
by laymen. Especially Is this so II
the laymen are known. George Whar-
ton Pepper, the Philadelphia lawyer,
who figures in the present Episcopal
church, Panama congress controversy.

During the first part of 1913 books,

Whether'the reason
is that the American public does not
want peace, or does not think the min-
isters can furnish a way to peace, no-
body seems able to say.

Bible Sales Largest In nutory.
The Bible trade is the largest in the

history of the world. American Bible
makers are for the first time, in part
because of the war. selling Bibles in
England, and in South Africa, here-
tofore supplied by England and Scot-
land. American and British and For-
eign Bible societies distributed the
largest numbers of Bibles In 1915 they
ever did in a single year. Christmas
carols, and church anthems, usually
coming from Germany. France and
England, almost wholly ceased In 1915,
but American composers came forward,
caught and market, and seem destined
to hold. Dealers even sent music to
markets heretofore dependent wholly
upon the European output.

Financially 1915 started and contin-
ued for several months such stringency,
and such lack of employment, that
thousands of projects requiring mon-
ey, new buildings, new missions, need-
ed endowment, were postponed. Mon-
ey to go into new churches during
1915 was hardly half the usual sum.
But the year changed when warm
weather came, and 1915 was the great-
est financial year the churches of
America ever knew. The high water
marks in home and foreign gifts were
reached, and almost all religious bodies

enjoyed larger receipts than on any
previous year.

Benevolence Break Record.
Benevolence to war sufferers In

Europe, to Christian associations, to
hospitals and Salvation Army, broke
all records. The Belgium. Serbian and
other funds, running Into large sums.
must be mentioned in a record of re-

ligious gifts for the year, since 7d per
cent at least of all such relief funds
are given by people who also support
churches and syngogues. These sup-
porters number 40.060,0.98 out of a
total of 100,006,066. but they give JS
of every 34 to charities. This is true
of causes, such as earthquakes and
war starvation, which have about them
no religious bearing.

Catholics projected and
carried well forward before the year
ended a J5oe.000 campaign to build a
national headquarters hall In New
York. Many other organizations, sop-port- ed

in largest measure by religious
people, started campaigns that proved
successful in all cases, and that netted
millions. The first half of the year
1915 the worst, the last half of the
same year proved the best that re-

ligion in America has yet known.
Zionists Do Great Work.

The Jews of America found, during"
1915, that the problem of the Jews
of the world, a problem that Is almost
as old as the race, is upon their
shoulders. Realizing it young Jews
gathered under the Zionist banner, re-
sulting in a growth of that movement
In 1915 of not less than 350,000. Thou-
sands of large hearted men and women,
not waiting for the relief agencies,
have systematically sent money to par-
ticular families in Hungary. Bohemia
and the Balkans. Some Jews, having1
no remnants of families there, have
helped families there who are relatives
of their friends here. Such Jewish,
cooperation has never been known be-
fore.

Agitation about a Jewish congress,
and some friction near the end of the
year, resulted at last in a decision to
hold such congress as soon as the
European war terminates, possibly be-
fore, in which Jews of all ways of
thinking are to have part American
Jews are to lead the Jews of the world
In an efrort, when Europe comes to be
remapped, to give Jews a place in the
sun, as the Germans say, and If pos-
sible to settle forever the great prob-
lems of the Jews of all the world.

Tear In Catholic Afrairs.
The remarkable feature of 1915 In

affairs of the Roman Catholic church,
in its larger affairs as a church, is
the new and strong relations of the
.Vatican with some nations wherein
these relations have not heretofore ex-
isted. England is a notable example.
This better situation is due in no small
way, so it is held, to the tact and
breadth of the new pope, whom the
year 1915 showed the world to be ono
of the greatest statesmen to occupy
the chair or fat. reter in recent times
Never was the Church of Rome more
influential in world affairs, and this
in such way as to entail smaller meas-
ure of Jealousy and distrust by others
than since the Reformation at least

Six new cardinals were named during
the year, but the end of 1915 finds the
Sacred College depleted in numbers,
and weakened by age and Infirmity of
not a few of its members. Another con-
sistory and the election of more cardi-
nals will come early In 1916.

Peace With All Bnt Two.
Peace reigns, and has reigned

throughout 1915. In all of the large re-
ligions bodies in America save only
two. In that respect the year was dif-
ferent from some others. Disciples.
Baptists. Congregationalists. Metho-
dists, Lutherans. the Reformed
Churches, all these are not only on
good terms with each other and with,
themselves, but the year now closed
saw such constructive work In most of
them as they have rarely been able to
Co in the past. The two exceptions
are the Presbyterian and the Episcopal.
In "one the row came with the year, and
went out with it and in the other the
trouble started near the end of theyear.

Presbyterians differ about the New
Tork Presbytery, and the admission by
it of graduates of Union Theological
seminary whom some think do not
show orthodoxy In their ministerial ex-
aminations. A determined element.
headed by Rev. Dr. Mark A. Matthews
of Seattle and backed by some promi-
nent laymen, declare they will fight
to a finish. The contention is said to-b- e

sure to come into the general as-
sembly of next May.

Hymns of Hate Written.
Episcopal trouble, a legacy of 1913

to 1916, is over the question whether
the church will or will not send dele-
gates to a Panama congress to be held
in February next, to consider religious
condition and prospects in Latin Amer-
ica. The church's missionary society
has elected delegates. A big part of
the Episcopal church declare the so-
ciety did wrong, and a smaller con-
tingent will prevent the delegates if
it can. There have been hymns of hate
written, and some are being snnsr.
