One report from Clifton stated that
the situation was regarded as critical
and that martial law might be put into
effect by Adjt. Gen. Harris.It was declared at the office of Gov.
George "W. P. Hunt, however, that the
adjutant general was without author-ity to declare martial law and that no
such step was contemplated by thego ernor.

j senator Reed, Democrat, interrupted
, to ask:
j Reed Defend eutrnlity.
j "Does the senator not know that
I the first loan placed in this coantrj
; after the war began was a loan of
! J25, 000,000 to Germany, and that the

loan was maue wnnouc protest irom
him or any other citizen' Does the sen-
ator not know that Germany procured
arms in this country as long as it was
possible for her to get them?"

"That may all be true." senator
Works replied, "but that does not al-
ter the situation."

"If it be true," continued senator
Heed, "that the markets of this coun-
try are free and open to Germany as
well as to all other countries and that
this government does not distinguish
between any belligerent nations, then
how can the senator say that this
government has taken an unneutral
position?"

AVould Make Embargo Complete
"It Is Impossible to get arms to Ger-

many and I say it is morally wrong
for this government to permit shipment
of arms to any of the belligerents,"
cenator "Works insisted. lie added that
his principal objection was based on
a conviction that the United States
was aiding in prolonging the war and
the killing of men and that he would
not only put an embargo on munitions
but also on shipments of food and
clothing to the amne3 of Europe.

"Our markets are open to all the
world to buy." said senator Lodge, "Wo
have taken no action to prevent any
belligerent or any one else from buy-
ing in our markets, and we are at
peace with the world. A condition has
been created by this war and by the
war alone which prevents one or mora
belligerents from buying in this mar-
ket If we undertake to reverse a con-
dition created by the war, we at once
enter into the war and endeavor to
restore a condition existing before the
war and that Is an act of unneutrallty."

"Evidently, in time of war such as is
now disturbing the peace of the world,"
senator O'Gorman rejoined, "almost any
act of a neutral power would be re-
garded by some as an act of partiality;
but. In my judgment, this government
If it deemed it best for the American
nation and the best security of peace
with all the nations, could place an
embargo against the shipment of mu-
nitions to any belligerent without ex-
posing itself to the imputation of an
unneutral act."

Cites Other Central ?ntlon.
Senator Hitchcock asked senator

Lodge whether it was unneutral for
Xorway. Denmark, Sweden and Holland
to place an embargo on munitions after
the war began. Senator Lodge said
he thought not. because that act did
not change a condition.

"Placing of the embargo by these
nations." senator Hitchcock replied,
"deprived Germany of a safe method
of procuring munitions and otner con-
traband from those countries, and yet
no one was heard to claim that those
countries were guilty of unneutrallty.
Everyone knows that Germany was de-
prived of an enormous advantage when
Great Britain forced those neutral
countries of Europe to put on that
embargo or lose the food which they
needed and which Great Britain could
keep from them."

"Does the senator consider." asked
senator Works, "that the condition he
thinks we ought not to change was
brought about by action of the gov-
ernment to which we are now supply-
ing arms?'

"Of course it was not," replied sen-
ator Lodge.

"It was brought about by the course
of the war, in which one side got con-
trol of the sea. We should be doing
just as unneutral a thing as if it were
in our power to shut down the arms
factories of Liege, of which Germany
got possession at the beginning of the
war and which she is now running in
her own Interests."

Stone Cheeks Debate.
"Suppose." senator O'Gorman Inter-

jected, "the belligerent that is the chief
beneflclar of our present policy, with
respect to exportation of munitions,
were to disregard onr rights as a neu-
tral nation, does the senator think we
would be justified In placing an em-
bargo on munitions as a retaliatory;
measure'"

"We should have a right to Impose
a retaliatory embargo, but I think
it would be an unneutral act," the Mas-
sachusetts senator replied.

At this point, senator Stone, chair-
man of the foreign relations commit-
tee, pointed out that the debate was
out of order, and ended it by moving
an executive session

'T have not objected up to this time."
he explained. "I thought it was very
well to let it run a little while, by way
of feeling out and getting an Index to
the senate."

Will Consider Eetribution
Unless Baralong Com-

mander Is Punished.
London. Eng . Jan 3 The sinking

of the White Star liner Arabic the
destruction of a British submarine by
a German destrover on the Danish
coast and the submarine attack on the
British steamer Ituel are the three in-

cidents that Sir Edward Grey, the
British foreign secretary, suggests for
submission to some Impartial tribunal
for investigation together with the
case of the cruiser Baralong. Ger-
many has threatened retribution in the
Baralong case.

In his reply to ambassador Page's
memorandum from the German gov-
ernment complaining of circumstances
alleged to have attended the destruc-
tion of a German submarine by the
British auxiliary cruiser Baralong.
the foreign secretary wrote- -

"His majesty's government notes
with great satisfaction, although with
some surprise, the anxiety now ex-
pressed bv the German government
that the principles of civilized warfare
should be vindicated. It is true that
the incident which suddenly reminded
Germany that such principles exist i3
one in which the alleged criminals are
British and not German, but his
majesty's government does not for a
moment suppose that it is the inten-
tion to restrict unduly the scope of any
judicial Investigation which it is
thought proper to Institute."

No Denial of Tacts.
Sir Edward's reply makes no denial

that the facts regarding the sinking
of the German submarine are essen-
tially as alleged In the affidavits from
the six Americans, muleteers on the
Xicosian. These charge that the Bar-
along raised the American flag and
signaled that she was a merchantman
coming to rescue the Xicoslan's crew.
The Baralong. it is alleged, crept up
behind the submarine and opened fire.
continuing firing on the submarine's
crew after the men were In the water,
and even killed In cold blood several
who later were found on board the
Nicosian It is also charged that the
British commander had definite orders
to take no prisoners.

Mnrder, SnyK Germany.
"By reason of this evidence." con-

cludes the German note, "there Is no
doubt that commander McBride of the
Baralong. gave his crew the command
not to make prisoners of certain help-
less unarmed German seamen, but to
kill them in a cowardly manner: also
that his crew obeyed the order and
thus shared the ?uilt of the murder

SuKgetn Revenge.
"The German government Informs

the British government of this terri-
ble deed and takes it for granted that
the latter when It has examined the
facts in the case and the affidavits,
will Immediately take proceedings for
murder against the commander of the
Baralong and the crew concerned in
the murder and will punish them ac-
cording to the laws of war.

"The German government awaits In
a verv short time a statement from
the British government that it has In-

stituted proceedings for the expiation
ot this shocking Incident. Afterward,
Germany awaits information of the re-
sult of the proceedings which should
be hastened as much as pos'ible in or-
der that Germany may convince Itself
that the deed has been punished by
sentence of corresponding severity.
Should it be disappointed in this ex-
pectation. It would consider itself
obliged to take serious decisions as to
retribution for the unpunished crime "

U.S.NOHEPLY:

Ambassador Asks Austrian '

Government for Informa- -

tion on the Persia Case.

Washington, D C , Jan 6. Ambassa-
dor Penfield cabled todav that he had
presented mformalb to the Vienna
foreign office the American govern-
ment's request for any information on
the destruction of the British liner
Persia, and at the time of filing his
dispatch had received no reply.

American consul Garrels at Alex-

andria reported that the affidavits he
has gathered from the Persia sur-
vivors gave no more proof that a sub-
marine torpedoed the liner, or regard-
ing Its nationals, than were con-

tained in first dispatches.
So far, the only actual statement

tending to prove that the ship was tor-
pedoed came from one of the ships
officers, who saw what he thought
was the wake of a torpedo. Jo sub-
marine was seen at any time

The absence of further definite ad-

vances is holding the situation, so far
as the United States is concerned, at a
standstill

Lord JIontagneN Version.
London. Eng, Jan 6 A statement

by lord Montague, who was one of the
survivors of the Persia, has been cabled
to the Evening News. The statement
""Our ship was sti-uc- without any
warning at about 1 10 p m- - and sank
In a few minutes. A big explosion
occurred on our port side, abreast or
the forward engine room.

Many "Were Thrown Into Sea.
"Boats were lowered rapidly, and me

passengers rushed to get life belts, but
three boats were smashed while they
were being lowered. Many passengers
yire thrown into the sea.

"The Persia then heeled over so
much to the port side that it was im-
possible to stand. She then turned over
and sank, stern first, many severe ex-

plosions taking place when the water
reached the fires

--I was swept off the deck and sucked
down. When I came to the surface I
found myself surrounded by human be-
ings battling for life.

We saw three boats, bottom up-
wards, and each struggled to get hold
of any wreckage floating about.

Rescued From Water.
"After we had been In the water sev-

eral hours, many having died in the
meantime, we were finally rescued,
after great difficulties, by the Alfred
Holt liner Ningchow. and proceeded to
Malta soon after daylight.

"There were eeveral Americans on
board, very nice fellows they seemed.

I am extremely lucky to have been
saved. Our chances of being picked
up on a dark night from the wreckage
appeared extremely doubtful. There
appears to have been very little panic
and the Lascars acted very welL

"AH the officers of the Persia appear
to nave been lost, ttooert iiceeiy.
American consul at Aden, is known to
have been drowned."

Discussing Draft Bill
London. Eng. Jan 6 In all the clubs

and other places of public gathering.
Britons are discussing the war (in-
scription bill w hich premier Asquith in-
troduced Wednesday in the house of
commons, and especially the premier's
statement that conscientious scruples
could be urged by drafted persons as a
reason for exemption from service

The onus of proving a "conscientious
objection," will, it is believed, rest upon
the person claiming exemption and will
be difficult for anyone except clergy-
men, ministers of various denomina-
tions and Quakers to sustain.

It would appear that the clause was
introduced in the bill primarily as a
concession to the Society of Friends
rather than with a view to meeting
general religious scruples.
