While there can be no aciual compensation for the
Yoz of the American’s life under crcumstances so de-
void of justificatien, certainly it canmot be said that
the Mexican officials have been lax in enforcing retribu-
tion. In the first place they tendered assistance in
identifyving the stolen catile 1In the second place they
captured and executed two of the group who were
concerned in the fatal shooting. In the third place
they saw to it that most of the stolem cattle were 1e-
covered and returned to the ownmer on this side of the
line. It is bardly fair to criticise the action of the
autherities in details, when the net result of their action
approximated so closely the ideas of human justice
that prevail in this age of the world. This is not the
first time that Gen. Gavira hay shown himself to be
a msa of uscommon ability and force and friendly
with his American neighbors withou: being any lesz a
Mexican.
