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Ravages Of War

More than 1000 times the total resources of all the
banks of El Paso has been borrowed and spent thus far
by the nations at war $11,000,000,000 by the central
powers, $16,000,000,000 by the allies. Together, about
27 times the total national debt of the United States.

The amount represents the total increase in the
world's capital or accumulated savings over a period
of ten years; it will be reflected in increased taxes
in all the countries concerned, over a period of several
hundred years. The amount is equal to the total
resources of all the banks in the United States; it would
rebuild and every mile of railway in the world.

It is estimated that 3,000,000 men have been killed
in the war or have died of its indirect effects, 10,000,000
have been wounded or otherwise incapacitated, 3,000,000
unwounded have been taken prisoner. In other words,

a number has been disposed of, equal to two-thir- of

all the able bodied men and youths in the United
States.

It is probable that the number of people affected
bv the war to the extent of extreme suffering, depriva-

tion, illness, and permanent injury is many times the
number of active soldiers disposed of; 50,000,000 is

probably not too large a number to estimate the indirect
victims of the war, permanently impaired, physically
or economically, with at least another 50,000,000 seri-

ously affected.
Neither side, so far, can show any overwhelming ad-

vantages. Neither side dominates the military situa-

tion in any of the war areas. Neither side shows signs
of exhaustion. The central powers are not yet content
with what they have won, and the allies are determined
that the central powers shall not even retain what they
have taken by conquest A whole new war is beginning
in Asia Minor.

The Germans systematically cultivate good natura
among the troops in the field. Their work along tnis
line is as well planned and as carefully prosecuted as
the military discipline or the manufacture of munitions.
A major in the German army, talking to a Norwegian
clerical visitor, said: "I have given orders that at least
once a day everybody in the trenches must indulge in
a good laugh. I begin by laughing heartily myself;
just the mere command to laugh, under such conditions,
always seems to have an element of fun in it. You sec
we have to cultivate good nature; it saves the men."

Another German officer told how, once a day he
walked throughout the trenches occupied by his com-

mand, gave every man a hearty handshake, and spoke
words of encouragement and admiration. "They are a
good deal like children," said he, "they brighten up in-

stantly when I give them a happy word. They would be
of no use if they were glum and downhearted."

Visitors tn the advanced positions of the different
armies have commented upon the organization of the
troops alon? lines of general help in the common dangr
and discomfort. As some one described it, it is as if all
were together on an arctic expedition, in desperate
straits, where every man's life was valuable to every
one else, and all must go together to life or death.
Under such circumstances, it becomes the duty of each
man to watch his comrades, "to see that no one holds
back, wavers, lies down."

Gen. von Kluck, early in the war, issued orders that
each man must concern himself "to discover immediately
the discouraged man, the one who hangs his head or
feels ill at ease. His case is not that of a coward,
but that of one needing encouragement; gather around
him, form a circle of strength, help lilm by giving him
courage, smile and cheer him."

It is noticeable that the differences of rank almost
disappear as one nears the front. The Herald haj be-
