tion law amendment has not beendrawn, but It Is designed to strike outthat provision or the present law al-
lowing the injured persons to com-promise with his employer. ThisTwlll
make the law absolutely compulsoryPlan t Settle Industrial Disputes.Not only does the department oflabor bill create the office of com-
missioner but It provides for a boaidof arbitration to act with the commis-sioner in settling industrial disputes.DIsagrernent over the conatitution ofthis board caused a department of la-
bor bill to fail of passage in the sec-
ond state legislature last spring

The commissioner of labor shall bent least 25 years old and have beenengaged five years in some trade or
Industrial pursuit His salary isfixed at ,0M a year and he is al-
lowed 2,000 for office and travelingexpenses. His duties are defined as
follows:

10 persons engaged in the industries
of the stale and the several causes
therefor, and by what safety devices
or protection. If any. such accidents
can be avoided; and to gather and re-
port such other information relating
to the industrial, social, educational,
moral and sanitary conditions as may
be available."

All figures and data compiled bv the
commissioner shall be included in an
annual report, which shall be published
as a state document.
