During the fie jcuis of the civil
war that has swept m countrj, my
family and mvself have been the ob-
ject of a series of attacks on our per-
son and our interests, b the press, by
calumnious Imputations entirely gra-
tuitous, and during all this time i
hate been silent, due to the fact that
I did not consider it opportune to draw
attention to my personal sufferings,
especially when m unfortunate father-
land was suffering the horrors or a
fratricidal war and hoping, as it ailogical to suppose, that when the fury
of passions ceased, that w hen the
spirits of all became serene and when
the public conscience reached repose
and tranqutllt on the advent of
peace. Justice would open the waj and
that I would bo able, in the presence
of righteous and impartial Judgment to
right the innumerable and gratuitous
charges that all the different factions
who succeeded one another in the con-
trol of Mexico had imputed to me

However, I find myself obligated to
change my conduct, due to the publica-
tion in the press of this citj of certain
opinions expressed In the local consul
ftf fex1ivi unnr Nardil In rorarAnp..
to certain shipments of hides, shippedn. n . .Kn ..,.&.. clilhK.lnm .. l.(t.y. u.uuuu, V. Ullill
hides were held in this citj through
tne etiorts ol the cattlemen s associa-
tion

"Spoil of War."
I will, therefore, refer to that in-

terview, given out by the above consul
of my country and which Interview
and the opinion expressed therein have
not been contradicted.

Consul Garsla says that he considers
It legitmate to confiscate the hides in
question because he considers them as
spoils of war and that if the govern-
ment of Gen Carranza decides that the
acts of the Madero and Terrazas fami-
lies Justifies it, they will be declared
outlawed. In which case it will be con-
sidered legitimate to confiscate their
respective cattle and property, as well
as the property of all the persons who
have been hostile or insurgents, in
which case the American cattlemen
will not have the right to Intervene
In the shipments of hides that proceed
from those sources.

The liulrs of liar.It is not my desire to rectify here
what lienor Garcia believes to be the
legitimate spoils of war, although I
understand that all the laws and rules
that govern war, never consller as
spoils of war the property of private
persons, even In the case that such
property is found in the possession of
the enemy 'What obliges me to make
this assertion, is the Idea expressed in
th.3 phrases used by the consul in ref-
erence to the attitude of mjself and
my family in which phrases he appar-
ently Indicates that we were all hostile
or rebelling against the government
of which Gen Carranza is the first
chief

When these same Imputations ap-
peared in the press in more or less ex-
aggerated form, I paid no attention to
them because I have uniformly Ignored
calumny, but when these charges
come from the lips of a person who
holds an official position in the gov-
ernment of my country, I cannot re-
main silent, because this would signify
my acceptance of the charge, which hsalways caused me Just Indignation,
that is, that I rebelled against consti-
tuted authority, regardless of whoso-
ever represented such authority, be-
cause during my long years of life I
have never been guilty of sedition.

Considered lincnr Br AH.
Unfortunately, during these lastyears when revolutions succeeded rev-

olutions in my fatherland, all these
groups of revolutionaries have consid-
ered me as their enemy Precisely
and for the reason that these move-
ments have been movements of sedi-
tion I have never Joined them, but
when from these movements has
emanated a government constituted
under legal form, thej have encoun-
tered In me a respectful citizen, con-
forming to law and order

To prove the above I will publish

Cleared. Ii Madero.
I have a letter In my possession

signed by president Madero's minister
of the interior, in which he states that
the president held the conviction that
I was not an enemy of his government.

It is true that my property Interests
havo served to foment all the revolu-
tions but it is also publicly notorious
that these properties were taken from
me without my consent

Trom the time that Gen Orozco
raised his flag in favor of Madero and
started his revolution In the mountains
of Chihuahua, my property has been
the object of the most scandalous de-

vastation, my cattle have been sacri-
ficed for the subsistence of the troops
and the citizen, innumerable cattle,
horses and mules have been sold on
this side of the frontier as well as in
the local markets, all stocks of mer-
chandise, wagons, seeds, furniture, fix-
tures. In fact, all that was of some
utility was extracted from my
haciendas

These facts are well known to all
the world.

The Oroceo Revolt
When in 1912 Gen. Orozco again

arose against the government my
propert was again subjected to enor-
mous devastation by the revolution-
aries, but to a vaster extent than they
hnd been the first time. Enormous
numbers of cattle were taken to Cludad
Juarez and subsequently sold In this
country, in Chihuahua I was obliged
to pay heavy forced loans, one of my
sons was taken prisoner in Cludad
Juarez by one of the revolutionary
chiefs and his liberty was obtained only
through pacing a heavy ransom.

By the above means and always
against my will, was the Orozquista
revolution fomented and carried on by
using my property. This same declar-
ation was made In the press on several
occasions by Gen Orozco himsellf Dur-
ing the period of the dominion of the
government that emanated from what
is known as the rebellion of "La.
Ciudaidela," I was also the object of
attack by some of the adherents of
Gen. Huerta, and one of the members
of his cabinet directed attacks against
me during and In a session of the fed-
eral congress.

The Mlla Ilevolt.
When Gen Villa obtained control of

the state of Chihuahua, he took posses-
sion of my property on a much vaster
scale than had been done by any of
the preceding factions. He took oos- -
session of my ranches, my real estate.
in tact everything that was recognized
as belonging to me. The citizens of
Kl Paso especially and those of Cludad
Juarez as well as those of the entire
Mexican republic, know full well to
what use all this property was put

Gen. Villa, in order to Justify his
proceedings, assured the world In two
of his proclamations that were pub-
lished In the press of this city, that
I was giving large amounts of money
to the first chief, Gen. Carranza. Gen.
Carranza knows well that this Is false

On the other hand, the Carranzlsta
press was asserting that I was in con
nivance with Gen Villa and that too.
Just at a time when he was torturing
one of my sons In the city of Chi-
huahua. But I have said that I suf-
fered all this grief and loss In silence,
because I considered that they were
the result more or less inevitable of
the fury and exaltation of bad pas-
sions, a. product of the bloody armed
strife.

Carransa'a Rise.
But when Gen Carranza obtained

control of the major portion of the
republic and was granted recognition,
first by the United States, and then
by nearly all the other nations, and
subsequently as a de facto government
all of us who had been so unjustly
treated, persecuted and damaged, be-

lieved that we were going to have
ample guarantees in our person and
our property; that the fury and pas-
sion that originated the bloody com
bat would be succeeded Dy magnan-
imity and a spirit of Justice, Inherent
in those who triumphed and that the
conquerors would reconstruct the edi-
fice of the fatherland, which had been
shattered to Its very foundations by
the terrible struggle

Unfortunately It has not been thus
Many, innumerable Mexicans remain
refugees, our properties are being tak-
en by those who today represent the
authority In Cludad Juarez more than
one thousand cattle have been sacri-
ficed lately and In the city of Chi-
huahua, I have been informed, they are
also butchering my cattle, the meat of
which is being sold by the cuartel gen-
eral of the de farto government and
in this city the Mexican consul ex-
presses himself that the goiernment
he represents can take possession of
the interests of the Terrazas and Ma-

dero families, on the plea that these
families are hostile to his govern-
ment, declaring as spoils of war the
interests and property of Individuals,
even of foreigners, and which Inter
