It may be. with better methods
.if rontrol, the contagious hospital will
eientuallv disappear, but at present
There must be some such Institution In

community to care for those cases
in which the necessary precautions for
the protectldn of the public can not or
will not be observed.

Drntfas from Measles 10,000 a lr.hile In most communities the only
.lifccase thus cared for Is smallpox, there
u no doubt that In many instances

fever and diphtheria might,
with advantage to the public, he rf

with the same degree of care.
Measles, the most contagious of all or
i he socalled "minor Infectious' diseases.
Is of so sbort a period of necessity for
quarantine that It can not well be

with scarlet fever and diph-
theria In such a disposition. It 1

inwevr. as dangerous in ub results
as the others Ten thousand deaths a

ear In the United States from measles
s far too great a mortalltv and sta-

tistics show It to bear a distinct rela-
tion to tuberculosis. The methods for
Its control are simple but Its early
recognition Is essential: for the quar-
antine of measles should begin with
the onset of the disease, four or five
days before the rash appears, and be
rigidly enforced until the disappear-
ance of the fever

Whooping tough, difficult In Iti
early diagnosis. Is a much neglected
infectious disease which has a very
high rrortallty. In July and August,
last year, there were 21 deaths from
this disease In Texas. When compared
with scarlet fever, diphtheria and
measles, the high mortality rate Is ap-

parent. During July and August, 191 j.
the deaths from these four diseases In
Texas was as follows: "Measles
Scarlet fever
Whooping cough JlDiphtheria

"This record, mind ou, for the tuo
summer months or July and August!

Notification Should lie Prompt.
"In any case of contagious disease,

notification should be prompt. The
penalties for failure to notify should
be rigidly enforced by the health

It should be the doctor's
t m Instruct the famllj fullv as to

lip nntura of the disease and the meth.
t1 in force to prevent its spread

In rases of diphtheria, scarlet fever
or streptococcic sore throat, no milk
bottles should leave the premises until
1he termination of quarantine

"In regard to the actual management
of the case, that, of course, will be
with the family physician If we re-
member that it Is now thought that
the nose and throat secretions of per-
sons suffering from diphtheria, scarlet
tever and measles fas well as other
communicable diseases) are the Impor-
tant factors In their spread, and that
if thorough Isolation Is practiced and
nil articles used In the sick room aro
disinfected (b-- st bv boiling) before
leading the room, there will be little
langer In allowing other members of
the family their liberty Of course,
dogs cats and other pets are to be es.- -
luded from the sick room

Should Notify Librarian.
"The physician In charge of the case

should also see that contacts are prop-
erly cared for So person living In
the house where diphtheria, scarlet
fever or streptococcic sore throat Is
ouarantined should teach school or
work about a dairy or handle mils:
Lotties In any wav Books from the
tubllc library should not enter a house
so quarantined, and the librarian should
tio notified by the health department
of the location of every house In which

there Is a notifiable disease In order
to refuse books If demanded from such
house A warning notice from the
board of health should be pasted In all
library books forbidding their entrance
Into a quarantined house

"I believe that terminal dlslnfectiou
after smallpox and scarlet fever. In the
present state of our knowledge, should
still be carried out It will perhaps be
found unnecessary in other communi-
cable diseases. It Is best done by the
permanganate-parafonnaldehd- e meth-
od, sulphur fumigation is good to kill
vermin Moisture Is not required to ac-

complish this Better than disinfec-
tants are sunlight, fresh air, washing
down with soap and water and reno-
vating (painting, etc.)

"In those cases in which we can use
it, the laboratory should be our guide
as to when a patient is no longer dan-
gerous to others. This method is avail-
able in diphtheria and when we have
learned the causatle agent of scarlet
fever, our control of that disease will
be much advanced

Chlcaico Method simple nnd Good.
"The method of quarantine adopted

by Chicago Is simple and offers the
best working solution to the problem
I have seen As reported by senior
surgeon J C Perry of the public health
service In the 'public health reports' for
August 10. 1915, it Is In brief as fol-

lows
How Chicago Handles Them.

" 'Smallpox patients must be sent to
the Isolation hospital and cases of

and scarlet fever that can not
be Isolated at home must also. If pos-
sible, be sent to the hospitals provided
for them

"'Believing the proper procedure to
be that of quarantining the "public out"
and the "patient In," the health depart-
ment In 1114 Inaugurated three classes
of quarantine, designate! as A, is anu
C

" 'Class V Isolated With Trained At-

tendant When it Is possible satisfac-
torily to isolate the patient and at-

tendants in one or more rooms, supply
food and other necessities to the pa-

tient and attentdants without its being
necessary for the latter to leave the
rooms set aside, and no dishes or other
articles are permitted to leave these
rooms until they have been disinfected,
the other members of the famllv may
bo permitted to come and go without
restraint. In the case of diphtheria,
however, cultures from the noses and
throats of these members must be neg-
ative Furthermore, children In an
apartment or dwelling where the pa-

tient is quarantined will not be per-
mitted to attend school, Sunday school
and other places of assembly, or to use
public convejances scnooi teacners
and persons handling milk must not
engage In these occupations untif the
case on the premises where they live
Is terminated, but if they show a neg-
ative culture when the disease isolated
is diphtheria, and change their doml
die, the prohibition will not be en- - i

forct d
"The rooms set aside for the isola-

tion of the patient and attendant must
he placarded: "For patient and at-
tendant only" The attendant must
thoroughly waBh her face and hands
and remove her outer clothing before
leaving the patient's quarters

' In cases quarantined in this man-
ner the attendants may be allowed to
leave the house for an hour each day;
but in the case of diphtheria cultures
from their throats, taken every four
days, must be negative. The attendants
must thoroughl wash their faces and
hands and change their outer clothing
before leaving, and they must not visit
places of assemble, enter stores, nor
use public conveyances.

" 'Clabs B Isolation With Member of
Household or Other Person as Attend-
ant Not Trained Where the condi-
tions, financial or otherwise, render it
impossible to provide specially trained
attendants a member of the household
is designated as attendant and Is quar-
antined with the patient in a room or
rooms set aside for this purpose The
attendant must observe all the rules
and comply with all the Isolation re-
quirements specified under class A
quarantine When the prescribed rules
are observed, other members of the
household may be permitted to go and
come as prescribed under rule A if. In
diphtheria, cultures from the nose and
throat are negative The attendant
must not leave the premises without
special permission of the health depart-
ment and then only after the require-
ments prescribed for attendants under
class A have been fullv carried out

Urges Sanitary Code.
'In conclusion T would urge the

All notifiable dlsases should be re- - i

ported These should Include tuber-
culosis, typhoid fetor, streptococcic
sore throat, opthalhila neonatorum and
pellagra, and thej-- should be Isolated
but it will not be necessary to quar-
antine

"The graver quarantinable diseases
with which this paper does not deal,
and which are usually taken care of
bv the state or federal government
(with the possible exception of the
milder form of typhus 'fever) are
cholera, yellow feaer, smallpox, epi-
demic tjphus fever, leprosy and plague.
Minor OitfH Should He (Innrantlned.
"Those diseases with which we have

to contend and for which I urge a
more careful quarantine are: diph-
theria, scarlet fever, measles, whoop-
ing cough, mumps, chicken pox, Ger-
man measles, acute anterior poliomye-
litis and epidemic cerebrospinal men-
ingitis. There Is no one of these that
doeB not merit jour serious considera-
tion Even the 'minor infectious dis-
eases' should be carefully quarantined.
Mumps sometimes kills the lctlm,
German measles at times cannot be
differentiated from scarlet fever:
chicken pox Is often smallpox, and

eases which he alone can perform. If
he falls to register a birth he is neg-
lecting the welfare of his patients
the child and Its mother If he fails
to give accuratelj the data called for
In the medical part of a death certifi-
cate he la neglecting the welfare of
the community. If he falla to report
promptly his cases of the notifiable
diseases he is obstructing the work of
the health department and making dif-
ficult the control of disease and the
protection of the health and lives of
his fellow citizens ' "
