Parn, France, Vpril 1 Lieut Rene
Doumer. a son of Paul Doumer, former
president of the chamber of deputies,
haa put two German airplane-- ) out of
action, although It was only three
months ago that he took up aviation.
011 March 18 he engaged three German
machines, shooting down one and

another to land. A few days latci
he attacked a Fokker and sent it hurt-
ling in flames, into the German lines.

Laeui. lenourlils. me liroi. uniui
military aviator to use a parachute, is
dead from wounds received in an aerial
encounter near Verdun

Cnpturcd Urplnne With Hook.
His best known exploit was the cap-

ture of a large German airplane with
a grappling hook In August last year,
lie thus described this Incident in a
letter to a friend.

"I had been flying for hours, drag-
ging a grappling hook at the end ot a
long cable. Suddenly a large, black
airplane with white crosses appeared.
I sent my machine whirling over him

h0 E' him and he swung at
h .,i r . n nu. n tnv

"All went well for a few minute:.
Then my motor began to fall. At
14,000 feet the engine stopped alto-
gether.

Falls to Ground.
"I struggled furiously with the Ger-

man machine still balanced at the end
of the rope. I began to fall and then
to fall rapldh A wing broke. Every-
thing turned black. I was falling like
a stone."

When the lieutenant regained con-
sciousness he was safely on laud, not
badly Injured. He was unable to ex-
plain the manner of his escape from
death, although he attributed it to the
probability that the cable attached to
the German airplane tightened as he
was falling and eased the force of the
descent IIKILLED. H
