Says European Armies
Use 600,000 Miles of

Barbed Wire Defences
Berlin. Germany, April 15. A Ger-

man military expert calculates that600,090 miles of barbed wire havebeen used by the fighting armies inthe construction of entanglements ontheir different fronts' in Europe.
The combined length of these frontsis nearly 1900 miles, but this figure

has to be doubled, because a wire en-
tanglement is always faced by one on
the side of the enemy. For every
mile of entanglements, about 150 milesof wire are necessary. Tho barbedwire used so far would reach aroundthe earth n times.

Jeanne Maxwell, a newspaper
woman from the coast, and Anna Stev-
ens, a school teacher, made ih.e
hazardous trip into Mexleo and secured
an option on 100 acres of claims from
Saunders for a consideration of $2000.
On their return they raised tho neces-
sary money, took a deed from the
owner and organized the present com-
pany.

Miss Kate Christy of Phoenix, has
been made treasurer and it is the in-

tention to have none but women stock-
holders and officers. It is not stated
that the women incorporators will don
overalls and jumpers and wield picks
with their own hands.

Berlin, Germany, April 15. German
thrift and energy may win back the
billions of marks lost in the war, but
n danger is gnawing at the very heart
of the German people for the birth rate
Is dwindling, and German professors
and social economists have argued for
years, referring to France, that a de-
clining: birth rate is the infallible sign
of the decadence of a people.

So far the number of births in Ger-
many is higher than the number of
deaths, but for years the surplus has
been steadily decreasing The danger
is approaching. Unless something ex-

traordinary happens, the moment v. Ill j

come when the population of Germany
v ill cease to grow, while t)io mighty
Uussian enemy in the east adds to his
millions of population with Increasing1
(peed- -

Now, during the war. when moro
than a million of German young men,
prospective fathers, have lost their
lives on the chambles of the battle-
fields, the problem of how to stop the
declining birth rate looms up larger
than ever. You hear It discussed
everywhere. Aside from the war,
Germany would have had 560,000 more
birth annually if the birth rate had it
not declined since 1300. Had it re-
mained as it was then Germany today
would have had nearly three million
more inhabitants than she actually
has. .
