Si,il,in, 1
British Admiralty Gives a
Statement on Torpedoing
in Which 49 Lives Lost.

London, Enp. April If Vn an-

nouncement was Issued by the ad-

miralty toda, corroborating the pre- -'

vious unofficial statements that tho
British steamship Zent, sunk earl this
month, was torpedoed Without warn-
ing

The statement follows
"The British steamer Zent, unarmed,

was sunk by a torpedo from a sub-
marine on April G withput any warning
whatever. She never saw the sub-
marine. She sank in a very few
minutes and consequently 49 lives were
