A game raw
revision measure which has been Initi-
ated and which will be voted upon at
the fall elections, has created much

among the formers of the Salt
River valley.

Ths measure postpones the opening
of the dove and whltewlng season until
July 1 and the farmers claim that its
passage would work Irreparable In-

jury to tneir crops. The valley swarms
with doves and whltewtngs every
spring and it is claimed that only the
activities of sportsmen can keep down
the crop damage that wonld otherwise
be done.

On the other hand. It has been urged
that the birds neat daring the period
between May and July and that the de-
struction of an old bird carries with It
the destruction of the nestlings.
