The Las Animas district Is primarily

a gold district It is not a new district,
and the hills are known to abound in
true veins, samples of which assay very
high, yet but little development on art
extensive scale has ever taken place.
This is due largely to the transportation

. problem, the district ..oeing simmra "
M miles from Lake alley, the nearest
railroad shipping point; and. while the
roads are good, the distance and the
neavy grades encouniereu. ne
the movinp; of ore too expensive excep'.
for very high prade ore. The cost of
freighting to the railroad, the railroad
charges and the expenses Incident to
the smelting in El Paso have made the
handling of the lower grade ores too
expensive to Justify development, and
for this reason little has been done with
the majority of properties.

Redaction Mills to Solve Problem.
The rull development of the district

will only be brought about through the
installation of reduction mills at or near
the mines. Modernly equipped mills
will mit. nosslble the working of low
grade ores at - profit, and if a customs
mill is installed, it will result In many
properties now lying Idle to spring into
life, providing the holders of claims are
the type of men who will take advan-
tage of the 'opportunity. Fear is ex-
pressed In some quarters that some or
the holders of claims would not be
steady customers of a mill because of
lack of initiative or lack of capital.

930,000 Mill Planned.
A mill representing an investment or

at least $36,900 is to be started during
the present year by the Las Animas
Peak Uold Mines company, but it Is
doubtful whether it will be a. customs
mllL The mill will have a capacity of
5 tons, built on the unit system to
provide for an increase to a daily ca-
pacity of 200 tons, and will represent
the latest ideas in economical reduc-
tion of ores. Other Improvements to
the property will bring this year's In-

vestment up to between $49,000 and
S 50, 000.

The Las Animas Peak Gold Mines
company, capitalized under the Arizona
laws for Sl.000.900. is. the only prop-
erty in that Immediate portion of the
Las Animas district that has reached
a large degree of development. The
present company two years ago took
over the property under a sale by order
of court. Senator W. IL Andrews, as
the leading spirit in the old Phlladel-nhl- o

Mininc & Millintr company, spent
about 1300.000 in improvement work on
the properties. This included the
building of a mill, the construction of
some 15 or 20 buildings, and the sink-
ing of a shatt to the 490 foot level.
with several driftings at different
levels, none of which, however, were
connected with the shafts sunk by
earlier developers of the property The
Andrews company failed, the property
being taken over by a Pittsburg bank
to satisfy a mortgage of J 100.009. and
nothing has been done with the prop-
erty since that time. Now. It seems,
the Las Animas Peak Gold Mines com-
pany Is about to begin active work, and
the prospects are very bright for de-
velopment work on an extensive scale.

Enrly Development Work.
CKelley and Harrington, taking over

the holdings of Burk and Ealey, were
the first to do any development work
on the property. What Is now known
as shaft No. S, was sank to a depth of
111 feet. Ninety-si- x leet to tne souin-we- st

an air shaft was sunk to 149 feet,
and a drift was run connecting it with
No. 5. From No. a a drift was run to
the northeast 75 feet, and to the south-
west from No. 4 shaft 125 feet. The
entire drift was in ore varying from
one to five feet wide with an average
assay value of Hi per ton. When the
work was closed down there was. at
the breast of the southwest drift three
and one-ha- lf feet or ore that assayed
$22 per ton. and at the breast of the
northeast drift the ore was one foot
wide and assayed $35 per ton. This
work on the 100 feet level was known
as the O'Kelly and Harrington work
and they did not. it is claimed, take
nut of tbe 295 feet development to ex-
ceed five or six percent of the ore in
sSpht.

They
drifted on all levels but opened the
second, third and fourth levels most
and did little on the first level. The
ore at the 400 foot level in shaft No.
K is said to be from five to six feet
wide.

Constats of 13 Claims.
The properties now owned by the Las

Animas Peak Gold Mines company con-
sists of 13 claims, all of which give
evidence of having true fissure veins.
On the Golden Kule and Satisfaction
claims alone there is said to be fully

The Las Animas district, taken in
Its entirely, has proved wonderfully
productive, having to Its credit many
millions of dollars in gold. Among the
most prominent of the developed mines
that have a record for production are
the Bonanza.

Tho only properties now being worked
are the Opportunity, Snake and the
