the document to the convention. Few
changes were made in the tentative
platform as drawn by the

Mart Ith "Wilson Kndornement.
The platform opens with an endorse-

ment of the Wilson administration,
saying: "It Is the best exposition of
sound Democratic policy."

It challenges comparison of "our
record, our keeping of pledges and our
constructive legislation with any party
at any time and reviews legislation
enacted.

It reaffirms belief in a tariff for
revenue only and endorses the Under-
wood law; takes cognizance of the
effect of war on the tariff and endorses
a tariff commission.

The shipping bill is endorsed as a
means of restoring "the American flag
to the seas."

Americanism Plank Strong.
The "Americanism" plank summons

all to "make clear to the world the
unity and consequent power of Amer-
ica" and declared: "This is an issue of
patriotism. To taint it with partisan-
ship would be to defile it." it con-
demns every group or organization
that has as its object the advancement
of the interest of a foreign power.
