prisoners were tied with ropes which
cot their skin, tney were inreaieneui
by tnobs, cat on the head by stones
thrown at them and all were robbed
of everything they possessed by the
ITexIcan soldiers, even to their ehoes
and leggings, hats and shirts.

This is the composite statement o
the 24 prisoners who were released to
Gen. Bell at the Santa Fe street bridge
shortly after 3 odock Thursday after-
noon. All of the M negroes and Lera.
Fpillsbury. the white scout, told prac-
tically the same story as to what ed

at Carrizal. Kadi told it from
his particular angle and the negroes
added the touch of Imaginative color
characteristic of their race which
made their stories read like tales from
old story books.

Most of the negro population was at

the Santa Fe street br.dgfc. They lined
the streets for block from the bridge.
It was necessary for sentries to be es-

rode through huge crowds on both
sides. In ambulances and auto trucks,
a large body of negroes, were there
with the big American flags. A cheer
greeted the fighters as they passed
through the crowd Picturesque Lem
Spillsbury, the Mormon scout had every
characteristic of the desert habitant
Spillsbury is a rangy built fellow, slen-
der and has small, pln'cing eyes. He
shuffled across the bridge unalanned
at the big demonstration and not em-
barrassed In the least

Negroes In Quarantine.
The 2S negro prisoners will be kept

in an isolation ward at the fort base
hospital until all danger of disease
breaking out among them has pasted
They will then be sent back to their
commands with Gen. Pershing's col-
umn.

Lem Spillsbury has also announced
that be will return and report to Gen
Pershing. He is cow at the home of
his brother. raie Spillsbury, awaiting
orders from Gen. Pershing, There are
hundreds of callers to see the former
prisoners at the fort and many good
things to eat are belsg sent out to
them by both negro ano white people
in El Paso They have all been issued
new khaki uniforms and outfits as
their few remaining clothes were
burned at the bridge. They arrl-e- d
In Juarez practically naked and were
given shoes, hats and some clothing
by the Mexicans.

Carry Bouquets of Peas;

Gift of El Paso Negroes
Naked negro soldi rs with little

buncins of variegated sweet peas
swarmed out of the baths at the lmral
gratlon detention station Thursday aft
ernoon to receive their new blue denim
overall suits.

As the former came out
of there kerosene and cold water baths
Prof. William Coleman, principal of the
Douglass school, stood a the head of
the basement stairway and handed each
of the negroes a bunch of sweet peas
which had been pure" ased for him to
give to the negro soldlcs by the State
National bank. The negroes grasped
their little bouquets of flowers grimly
and grinned broadly at the grotesque
figure picture they fcrmed.

Lem Spillsbury. the Mormon scout
was given a double bancb of the flow-
ers and be formed a'rco as grotesque
a pictuie as did the negroes with his
jaunty yachting hat his blue denims,
a Mexican zarape and a two weeks
growth of beard.
