With more than 500 cases charging illegal sales of

liquor on the Cochise county docket alone, it can be

teen that "dry" Arizona is really far from dry; in spots,

at least, it has been decidedly "wet."
The fact that the prosecutions have been vigorously

undertaken in all part of the state, however, tend to
show that the county attorneys have been very busy,
and now the convictions are coming in rapidly, despite
the handicap of the "personal use" provision.

Arizona is trying bravely to cope with a hard prob-

lem, rendered more difficult that it is surrounded on the
cat, west and north by "wet" states, a temptation to-

ward bootlegging. Sonora, the Mexican state on the
south, is as "dry" as Gen. Calles can make it, which is
pretty dry, considering that a death sentence hangs over
the head of any Mexican selling, buying or drinking
liquor

A new liquor proposition is to come before the peo-

ple of Arizona at the election this fall. Voters will be
obliged to vote on a measure dictated by the

providing for the establishment of family
liquor stores for the sale of liquor in bottles only and
not by the drink. Only a certain amount would be al-

lowed to each person daily.
Not only are the combatting this

measure, but they have one of their own which will also
be voted on. It would make the possession of any alco-

holic or spirituous liquor a crime punishable by a jail
sentence This measure is aimed against the "personal
use" provision at present recognized whereby it is im-

possible to convict a bootlegger if he swears the liquor
found in his possession is for personal use only. He
cannot now be reached unless caught in the act of dis-

posing of liquor, which invalidates any personal use plea.
It is evident, from the way convictions have been se-

cured in all superior courts of the state recently, that
Arizona is determined to force the observance of the pro-

hibition law as completely as possible, despite the very
considerable sentiment against prohibition. And that,
of course, is the only proper thing to do to enforce the
law as long it remains law and Tepeal it if the ma-lori- ty

sentiment ever reacts in favor of the saloon. It
probably never will, so far as Arizona is concerned.
From all advices received from that state, Arizona has
banished saloons forever.

Stop Traffic Ordinance Violations

It is evident that automobile traffic in El Paso is

not being sufficiently or efficiently regulated. At the

principal corners in the downtown district, the traffic
policemen seem to handle the automobiles well, prevent-

ing congestions and collisions at the samt time and
obliging motorists to proceed at a rate of speed slow
enough not to endanger

Where there are no traffic policemen, ho'-ev- er, auto-

mobiles frequently dash across street intersections in
apparent disregard of life and speed regulations alike.
Pedestrians at such times feel apprehension. They must
exercise the utmost vigilance to cross the streets safely.
Vigilance is proper, but the apprehensions of pedes-

trians arise from the belief that they may be struck
and killed or injured, despite their alertness.

On Montana and Bliss streets, many automobilists
seem to throw all caution to the winds and drive reck-

lessly, each trying to pass the car ahead. As a result,
cars are continually swinging around each other, which
means that the center as well as the sides of the street
is taken up by speeding cars. Then when a car comes
swinging in around a corner from a cross street, the
danger of collision, great enough before, becomes very
much greater.

There are too many automobile accidents on Montana
street and the number will not decrease unless existing
regulations are rigidly enforced.

Speeding is not the only violation. A resident on
Montana street says he counted in one evening 17 cars
without either headlights or tail lights and many more
carrying but one headlight. A resident on Bliss street
on another occasion, trying to walk across the street
with his family, found himself blinded by the glare of
three cars in a row, none of which was equipped with
any kind of headlight dimmers.

One or more motorcycle policemen, making 20 or 30
arrests a n'ght for a few nistbts, would speedily curb the
recklessness which is now endangering the lives of care-

ful motorists, jitney passengers and pedestrians.
Unless something of the kind is done ana done soon,

there will occur one of these days a smash-u- p attended
by casualties which will not only stir the community
but also arouse some concern in the police department.

In all Mexican towns in the border district, procla-
mations have been posted, calling for municipal elec-

tions to be held September 3. Presumably the same
proclamations have been posted in all parts of the re-
public. This means that Mexicans are to have the satis-
faction, for the first time in several years, of voting for
municipal officials and electing whom they please.

This will mark an important step toward the self
government which Gen. Carranza has said he intends to
restore to the people of Mexico, provided the elections
are fairly conducted. They should not be dominated,
however, by either the military or the civil authorities,
though there is, perhaps, less danger of the former in
a municipal than a national election where larger in-

terests are at stake.
Sonora, which seems to be taking the lead among

Mexican states in the matter of reforms of various
kinds, has announced two election regulations which are
well worthy of adoption by the other states.

The first, ordered by Gen. P. Elias Calles, is that the
military forces of the state shall have no part what-
ever in the election, keeping clear of it absolutely.

The second, ordered by civil governor De la Huerta,
