"Water Sweeps Down From Mountain Filling Basements,

Covering Streets With Sand and Mud and Cutting
Lawns; Army Camps Are Again Flooded By Storm;
Mess Shacks Blown Down and Mud Everywhere.

automobiles were covered above tha
hubs when they attempted to negotiate
It "Water was just as deep at the cor-

ner of Montana and Poplar streets, and
rocks and mud more than a foot deep
were piled onto the pavins by the wa-

ter that rushed down from above, be-

neath a trestle on the E. P. & S. W.
railroad north of the street crossing.

Curbing "VVaxbed Out.
Curl'ing along the east side of

street was torn out for distances of
almost a block in places and dirt and
stones were washed down Into the in-

tersection of Grant and Kim streets
until traffic was almost blocked at that
point Elm street was filled with
rocks at several places.

Pi"dras street appeared to carry the
bulk of the flood xiaters from the Ma-
nhattan Heights section and for more
than an hour Piedras street was a
river, full from curb to curli with a
torrent from the E. P. & S. W. cross-
ing to Boulevard. Great rocks were
washed into the street, as well as quan-
tities of sand and gravel, covering the
Manhattan Heights car track in places,
putting a temporary stop to car traf-fi--

New IHmrineiit Filled.
The water flowing down Piedras

street filled a basement excavated for
a new building at the corner of Mo-
ntana and Cedar streets. The water
stood a foot deep all night on the pav-
ing in Piedras street alongside the
Southwestern shops.

One of the streets most damaged in
the Alta Vista district was Cebada,
from Huero southward. At the Mo-
ntana rnd Tularosa intersections the
flood rushed over the pavement and
dropped to lower levels, doing great

unpaved streets. dragProperty owners on both sides lost
tons of real estate, which caved into
the stream

Carn Are Mopped.
Everywhere, the rocks and earth

were washed upon the street car tracks
and stopped operations- - The tunnel
on the Fort Bliss line was filled with
dirt and rocks and the Fort Bliss cars
were interfered with. Every line wm
tied up for a time as a result of the
washing of gravel and mud over the
tracks at curves, switches and street
crossings "where the flood waters came
down over the 'tracks from higher
ground.

TlaKmentH Filled.
The basement of D. C. Booth's home

at ZZ'.i Montana, was also filled and
the grass was cut along the two side
of the lawn but the first floor was
not damaged.

The basement of J. E. Winner's homo
at JI6 Montana was filled with water
and the lawn cut by the water.

The garage at the home of T. B.
Cunningham, at 2332 Montana street
was flooded and a number of rocks
and quantities of sand washed onto the
lawn but the basement was not filled
with the flood waters.

Pirt rocks and water covered the
yard and garage floor at the home of
Pr John Hunter, at 2239 Montana
street

The parking in front of the home
of Dr. G. X. Thomas, at 2S06 Montana
street, was covered with sand and
rocks as were a number of the park-
ways in front of the homes in this
bljck but no damage was done to the
yards or basements.

Sand was piled on the sidewalk in
front of the home of J. Pettus, at
2532 Montana and G. A. Martin. 2531
Montana, but yards were not dam-
aged.

Ball Parle Fence Down.
Five hundred persons received a

shower hath and over 200 feet of fence
was blown down at llio Grande park
durins the storm, which covered thefdd with over two feet of water. One
of the scoreboards in the park was also
blown down while sections of the cor-
rugated iron roof were so torn that the
water came through freely. The streets
leading the park were covered with
water and it was necessary for all fans
who did not own automobiles to walk

the roadbed of the El Paso and South-
western to the city.

Ilnrse Fall AVtlh Illdrr.
"While the storm was at its height,

a well drenched cavalryman, hastening
in the direction of Fort Bliss had what
might be called a lucky accident He
was riding at a gallop on Bliss street
just east of Hayner. Water was run-
ning across the street and the pave-
ment was slippery. All four of the
horse's feet went from under; struck
the street on its side and thus skated
for eight or ten feet. The rider thrown
clear, likewise skidded on the wet
pavement He was on his feet by the
time the horse was. and began to look
his mount oer for injuries. Thero
wasn't a scratch. The soldier then
turned attention to himself and found
he was hardly able to stand on his
left leg. He managed to mount, how
ever, and continued on through the
storm but not at a gallop.

Hoy Almont Drowned.
A boy on a bicycle rode into the tor-

rent of water at the corner of Mon-
tana and Piedras street during the
storm Sunday afternoon and the force
of the waters knocked him down. When
he attempted to wade out with his
wheel, the water almost to his waist,
the water dragged the wheel from his
hand and he went down, under the wa

Traffic on the Ft Bliss line stopped
after had been raining about 15
minutes and. up until Monday morn-
ing, had not been restored further Cian
Louisville street, a short distance of

ing to clean out the immense quan-
tities of sand that had accumulated
while others were engaged in sweep-
ing off the earth from the tracks which
made it dangerous for any cars to pass.

Flood On Tremont Street.
Tremont street, between Tndlan.1 and

Ohio in Highland park, was a riverduring the early part of the storm, agap estimated at 30 feet in width and
15 feet In depth being cut in the streetby the torrents of water rushing down
from Mt. Franklin. Two Highland
rarn street cars were marooned on
the other side of the washout and were
unable to come to the city until thehigh water had abated enough to cross
in safety, and repair work done on thebadly washed track. Large numbers of
boulders were washed down from the
side of the mountain on Kentucky street
near Lebanon, while two blocks distanton Louisiana conditions were so bad
that many people could not get to their
homes until ladders had been placed
for them.

Water Main Breaks.
water main at Cebada and Hueco

streets was broken by the force of the
water rushing down upon it. and was
only repaired after considerable dif-
ficulty. Karly in the storm a Ft Blisscar jumped the rails at Boulevard and
Brown street where a large amount
of sand had accumulated, but was put
back on the tracks after over an hour's
work by the wrecking crew of the com-
pany, which were hastily called from
the bains.

Destroys Much Property
For Contractor; Covers

His Auto With Mud.
The propert of H. D. Johnson, a

builder and contractor in Highland
Park, was almost completely demol-
ished in the heavy floods that came
down from the mountain. About 5: JO

p. m. the high road and Highland Park
street car track gave way for a space
SO to SO feet wide and 25 to 30 feet
deep in the S20O block on Erie street.

A

Mr. Johnson was first aware of dam
age being done to his place when a
teamster working for him ran m with
the information. Uiwn going to his of-

fice, he fonud another driver sitting on
top of a flat top desk, holding down a
number of his papers and books, which
were saved. All of his other office sup-
plies and fixtures were lost.

Some few papers were recovered as
far down as the ball park on Wyoming
street, but the most were destroyed.
The flood waters carried away two olg
retaining walls one and one-ha- lf feet
thick, three feet high and a half block
long. 150 feet of barns and wagon shed
and two tons of hay.

The 40 or more wagons owned by
Johnson were floated from ten feet to
a block from his place, and his Ford
touring car was carried 50 feet then
almost buried in the sand. There were
about 60 of his horses in the shed
when the flood occurred and most of
them were slightly if not seriously
bruised.

A two room frame building which
Mr. Johnson used as an office was
completely demolished. The entire cor-
ral and lot of the property is either a
deep gully or a heap of boulders and
sand from the mountain. There is no
flood insurance on the property. The
loss is estimated at about $2000 or
$3000.

Ilaln 1m Local.
The rain Sunday afternoon was a

local one as the reports of the railroad3
say that there was little or no rain
near El Paso along the line of rail-
roads. On the G. H. & S. A. the rain
was reported at Marathon. Alpine and
at Fort Hancock but there was no rain-
fall between these stations. A culvert

s washed out at Madden. 60 miles
east of El Paso, delayed traffic over
this line for a short time Sunday eve-
ning. A washout on the S. P. one mile
west of the Rio Grande bridge, also
delayed the 4 :30 passenger train

hour Sunday evening. No rain fell
at Cloudcroft Sunday, according to the
report received at the Southwestern,
although there was a half inch of rain
at Alamogordo.

Camp Mfnart ?int Harmed.
The storm did not do any damage in

Camp Stewart among the Pennsylva
nia militiamen. It made the shuttle
trains in the eemng run an hour late
and so curtailed the time that men on
pats for the eemng. might have had
in town hut. oompared with the flood t

in the camp last week, it was a mere
shower.

The second brigade of the seventh di-
vision at Camp Stewart was to have
gone on a war maneuver Monday morn-
ing to Cottonwood Springs canyon, but
on account of the mud surrounding the
camp and along the road that runs
from El Paso and Southwestern rail-
road, it was postponed by Brig. Gen.
Albert J. Logan until Tuesday.

Sunday hundreds of the militiamen
went into the mountains and many who
left in the late forenoon were caught
on the peaks in the rainstorm. They
looked like drowned rats when they
returned to camp but all got down
safely, some going over to the smelter
and coming liack by street car.

The central switchboard at Ft Bliss
has been out of order since the early
part of the storm and up to Monday
noon had not been repaired. It was im-
possible to get into communication with
any of the post quarters due to the
washing out of the poles.

Camp Cotton Ik Muddy.
Camp Cotton received the full fore

of the windstorm which accompanied
the rainstorm but did not suffer from
the flood of water which followed the
storm of Thursday night The streets
in Camp Cotton were so muddy that go-
ing was heavy Monday morning and
the trucks and wagons had difficulty
In getting out of camp with their loads
but none of the flood experiences of
last Thursday night were experienced
In either the Massachusetts brigade or
Michigan infantry camps.

Mess shacks were blown down in the
Fifth Massachusetts, in the 32nd and
31st Michigan infantry regiments.
These shacks were in course of con-
struction and were not braced suffi-
ciently to withstand the windstorm.They are now being rebuilt

Cnmp l'rrhlng Kindled.
A flood of water poured off the side
