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Protest to China Regarding
Concessions Given Amer-

ican Companies.
Pekin. China, Oct. 14. Japan and

Russia entered protests today against
concessions for railway construction in
China which have been granted to
Americans.

Prince Nicholas Koudacheff. the
Hussian minister o China, lodged a
protest at the Chinese foreign office
against the proposed American rail-
road from Feng-Chen- g. Shansi prov-
ince, alleging that the Chinese minis-
ter in Petrograd promised verbally IS
years ago that Russia should have the
privilege of building railways In the
vicinity of Mongolia.

The disputed line Is to run for a
distance of approximately 460 miles.
The agreement was entered into be-
tween the Siems-Care- y company, of
St. Paul, and the Chinese government.

Baron Gonsuke Hayashl. the Japa-
nese minister to China, today protest-
ed to the Chinese foreign office against
this government's agreement with
American contractors for the recon-
struction of 100 miles of the grand
canal in Shantung province. The Jap-
anese claim, by reason of their con-
quest of Shantung, all the rights here-
tofore held by Germany In the devel-
opment of that Chinese province.

GREEK KING CONSIDERS
CONCESSIONS INSUFFICIENT

London, Kng.. Oct. 14. In some
quarters, king Constantine of Greece
is reported to be remaining out of thewar because the concessions the
entente is willing to grant are not
sufficient to be acceptable, and in
others because the king is said to be-
lieve that within 15 days the Ru-
manians will be vanquished.

A plot is said to have been un-
earthed in Athens by which the king of
Greece and his troops were, in the event
of a conflict with the entente, was to
retreat with his troops to a designated
place, there to await the arrival of
German troops.

The sailors from the dismantled war-
ships are being formed Into an army
regiment.
