The Work of the Home.
Capt. Kate Marek, the matron of the

home, presented tho report of the work
for the year closing in October. There
are at present 4 in the home and five
officers in charge. Of this number
there are 18 children under 10 years
of ace. Nine of these are babies from
six days old to nine months old. There
are 24 girls from 11 to 16 years old;
three girls. 1G to -- 0 years and one that
is II j fears old. Of these all but five
are Americans. The home does not
care for Mexicans other than the cases
sent by the county court and paid for
by the county. Through the past year
163 persons have been cared for. Of
this number 76 were girls. Twelve of
these were maternity cases: 33 were
juvenile court cases committed to th
care of the home and 16 from various
other sources. Children to the number
of 87 were cared for and 11 of these
were born in the home.

During the year 51 girls left the
home, 13 of these going to situations
where they could earn tnelr own nv
'?: $ IYere returned to parents or

wore ranrrlM from the
home; one died, four were sent to other
Institutions and three left the home
without permission.

Of the children that were cared for
through the year. 52 were eventually
taken care of by parents or friends,
two were adopted and three died.
