Public interest is now being aroused by expositions

of the alleged operation of a group of individuals in
Chicago and elsewhere, dealing in medical diplomas, of-

fering them for sale like merchandise to whoever has

the price and turning the purchasers frej to prey o the

misfortunes of the world. .

Often in times past there have been stories of the

filing of diplomas by small institutions calling them-

selves colleges which, in their dealings with students,

laid stress rather on cash than on the acquisition of pro-

fessional knowledge. It has never happened, however,

that the fraud has been practiced on a scale so extensive

as is now being revealed. One of the features of the

"craft" as now shown, is the buying and selling of

diplomas purporting to have been issued by colleges and

universities of the highest standing.
The diploma itself means little to the public Not one

patient in 50 examines a physician's diploma before un-

dergoing treatment at his hands. Few even inquire

what college he attended or to what theory oi med-

icine he holds. If his reputation is good and his per-

sonality agreeable, he is considered worth a trial. The

danger lies in the fact that, by means of these spurious
diplomas, pseudo physicians may gain state licenses to

practice, and, engaging in the practice of a profession
if at all, theywhich they understand but imperfectly

are unfit to prescribe for the ilL Human life is far too

valuable to trust to the blunders of the unskilled, where

'ife and death may hang in the balance.
