servation of the average man's atti-
tude toward the present day activity
of woman is that he is afraid not
that he is afraid of the competition it
will K've him, but he is afraid that
he will lose some clinging vine, a
quality which the Victorian novice has
persuaded him is her chief charm. But
1 have not seen a man that does not
want his own daughter to be a self
reliant woman, though he wants some-
one else's daughter to be the clinging
vine.

3000 Women Worker Here.
"In El Paso not including the Mexi-

can population, there are more than
3O00 women who earn their own live-
lihood, which takes them outside their
homes. More than 50 per cent do not
co to their family homes from their
day's work, but to the place where
they room and board and which tney
call home, making the best effort they
can to make that a home.
T. W. C A. Perform Inline Function.

"The Y. W. C A. performs a unique
function. It affords a common and
community home, a recreation center,
a social gathering place for hundreds
of girls and women, who have no other
place nearer a home, who, under its
auspices, meet friends and can find
entertainment.

Girl Clubs Indispensable.
"If men's clubs are a good thing in

a community, is it not equally impor
tant that the young women oi a com-
munity have a club house? It has
been well said that the best test of .
any civilization is the young men and I

young women it produces. We are all I

proud of 1 Paso as a commercial j

center of the southwest; we hail its
rapid ijrowth; we rejoice to see each
new skyscraper, yet we go on building
business blocks, handsome edifices, re-

claiming and irrigating valleys and
buildins railroads indeed making El
Paso the city of the southwest yet,
if we reckon manhood, unless we be
false to that sacred trust, the future of
our boys and girls. El Paso will lose
its prestige and its sun will be near
its setting.

Harden Will Not He Heavj.
"The burden of a club would not be

a Y. 51. a A. building. If El Paso was
vouncr. energetic and ambitious then.
today, when it has three times greater
a population and is ten times wealthier,

well it might be said that every man
should go down into his pocket and
meet this need, as men of ne city, it
should not be said hat it is a woman i
affair. I don't think El Paso will take
that position. This proposition should
be grappled firmly and quickly as a
business proposition. There is not a
man in the city who is employing girls
who will not have money In his pocket
by contributing and I need not ask
the support of parents to a more just
and righteous cause.

Security Only a Confidence.
"We are living in a time of great

changes. No man, whether he be poor,
or of great affluence, can tell what
change miy take place within the next
24 months. There is not a man so
bold as to say what the next 14 months
may bring to our very doors. There
is no security except in confidence.
We must repose more In the men and
women who make up the life around
us. Just in proportion as the world,
our country and our city, meets bravely
and justly, the tasks Imposed upon it.
so let us gather courage for the task
we take up tomorrow.

Watch the Clock.
"Let us pull together earnestly in

this undertaking. Let us keep it fore-
most in our minds and all watch the
clock which will be placed at the foot
of Oregon street and every time it
moves forward try and have the sat-
isfaction to know that you have helpec
to put the hands where they point."

Minn My Spenka on National "Y."
Miss Elva Sly, secretary of the El

Paso Y. W. C. A, delivered an address
on the "National Y. W. C. A." She
said:

"Half a century ago. the Young
Woman's Christian association was lit-

tle more than a thought in the minds of
a few women In Boston. Even ten
years ago at a meeting of social work-
ers, when the Young Woman's Chris-
tian association was suggested as a
social agency, some one remarked.
'Those people do social work! No;
they do nothing but run boarding
houses and pray.'

Young Women's Christian associations
in the schools, colleges, cities and rural
districts of America, with a national
membershin of 400.000.

Efficiency Han Deen Tented.
"What does- it all mean?: It means

that the Y. W. C. A. Is now universally
recognized as the vital part of life of
the modern city. Its purpose, its meth-
ods and Its efficiency have been tested.
It has Its place in the community, the
same as the church, the public bchool
and the public library. It is the work-
ing girl'e club. It is the 'house of
friendliness" for the girl away from
home. It is the social and recreational
center for the girl who sits all day at
the typewriter, and a resting place for
the girl who stands all day behind the
counter.

Pr&lftes Local Hoard.
"I believe no city in the country has

greater responsibility to safeguard Its
girls than El Paso.

William Dencrlbeo Team Work.
M. C. Williams of Oberlin, O., who is

This resolution was unanimously car-
ried.

Worsen Get rolnlers.
Campaign manager M. C. Williams

gave a few pointers to the workers at
the conclusion of the speaking. About
J000 cards have been prepared for the
workers, each bearing thb- name of a
possible subscriber to the fund and
the amount that might be expected
from him. No worker may socliit a
suscription without this card, which
a ill absolutely prevent duplication ot
work. The subscriptions are to be
made in pledge form, conditional upon
the raising of the full $100,000 by the
end of the campaign, on February 1.
The pledges are to be paid in four In-
stalments, giving a year and a halfa
time for the full amount to be paid.

Iteport at Thniwlay'n Luncheon.
Mr. Williams asked the workers to

turn in their own pledges to the build-
ing fund at the Thursday luncheon.
a.i, he said, no solicitor is qualified
unless he has already given his own
financial supoprt to the movement for
which he is soliciting. He also warned
the workers against going about the
subscription raising on a begging basis.
"Begging always carries with it an
idea of being ashamed." he said, "and
there is nothing to be ashamed of.
Ion have the best investment In the
world in the good of the young woman-
hood of El Paso, and everyone should
be proud to help such a movement,
it is well worth everyone's support."
