Inquiry consisting of L,leut. Col. Karl
A. Best, of the Third Ohio infantry:
Maj. William Bacon, of the Eighth
Ohio: and Capt. E. C. McNeill, judge
advocate of the 11th division, has been
appointed. Col. Charles X. Zimmer-
man, commanding the Fifth regiment,
has also started an Investigation of
the accident.

El Paso and Southwestern officials
stated Saturday morning that a board
of inquiry for the collision had not
been appointed, and would not be, as
statements of the crew of the train
would be made to the military board
when the matter was investigated.

The injured men in the base hospital
were reported in an Improved condi-
tion Saturday morning and it is
thought that the three seriously in-
jured ones will recover.
