courts, like the govermmesni, are pro-enténte. It is hard for
the Eurcpean, or the Latim-Amenican or the Asiatic, to con-
ceive courts quite unbiesed by politics, local, national, or
international. They are msed (o such influence and consider
3L 25 a matter of course. Germass are therefore likely to
believe that, without regard to the merits of the case, they
have been cheated out of & rich war prise, the raidesr Moewe
eut of a part of her hemor for the capture, and Capt. Haus
Berg out of the vessel he commanded.

How rich a prize ic the Appam is not gemerally known,
nor very easily imagised by inlanders like ourselves who
have less knowledge of ships tham we should have. The
Appam was appraised st $1,250000. She is 430 fest long
and of TBOO tems displacement. Her cargo from the Wexst
African coast (she was captured oif the Madeira islands
while ez rowte frem Dakar, Africa, to Liverpoel, England)
was estimated to be worth between $2,000,000 and 52,000,000,
It is hard for Germamy to give up such z prize, even sup-
posing io be irue the tale that the raider Moewe Temoved
from the Appam and fook back to Germany gold bullion
wdrth abont $1,000,000.

This suit, culminating ia the supreme court’s decision,
began in the federal district court of Virginia, sitting as a
court of admiraity, Uniied States judye Waddill presiding.
The Britizth owners sought recovery of the ship and carge.
The German government, claiming ship and cargo as a prire
of war, was the real defendant, and the British government,
was the real plaintiff.

The district court awarded ship asd cargo to the British
owpers, holding the prive crew of the Appam wiglated neu-
trality in the manner of bringing the Appam into an Ameri-
cam pori and keeping her there. He interpreted existing
German-American treaties as allowing enly a temporary,
net & permanent right to American asylum.

The German claimsants, represented by Capl Berg amd
German vice consul von Schilhag at Norfolk, thes apoealed,
through counsel, to the supreme court of the United States,
giving bond in the sum of $2000,000 to retain pessession
of the Avpam pending the court’s decision,

The German government comtended that the Appam had
beceme, by capture, &8 German warship, eatitled to indefinite
asylum in American ports by internment; that Americah
courts were without jurisdiction in datermining her status
az 3 prize, that function properly lying only with German
prize courts, and that in amy evest the German and Ameri-
tan governmenmts, not am admiralty court, musi determine
the Appam's disvosition.

From this view the supreme court disseated. heolding in
fts decisgion that the Appam was & prize shio and not 2 man
of war; that her manner of being broaght into port was in
violatios of American neutrality, inavmuck as treaties pro-
vided a prize ship must be comvoyed by a warship, and that
neuirality was further wiciated by claim to permanent
asyium m am American porf. Ship and cargn were ordered
returnad to the British claimants, thus upholding the desi-
wiom of the Jower comrt.

The siriking featore of it all is that here were Germany
and Creat Britain fichting esach other in am American conrt,
for that is what it amounisd to. It was a tinv bit of the
war fowrht ont without bloodehed but with a little of the
bitterness whirh pervades 271 other batilefields. It wasz A
encavement of two nations for possession of a shin and rarvo
as trulv ax thomeh rivel battleships were horling broadsides
info each other in the same cause.

Sonuth America. From South America be came to the United
States to add io the already comfortable fortune he had
amassed in the prize ring.

Men's Teputations sometimes bang om very siender |
threads. 1t was so with Darcy. He was a popular idel |
in Australia, but when he fled the rouniry, apparently as |
much as anyihing to escape the ornoulsery service which |
then seemed imminent, that momeni his popularity van-
ished. Had he kept off that shio and enlisted and played
a2 man's part Jike a man, whether he were killed or un-
wounded he would have been very much a hero in the eyes of
Gis fellow countrymea.
